BRITISH CABINET T0 TAKE
UP BALDWIN REPORT ON
DEBT-T0 U. 5. TOMORROW -

GLOOMY BUDGET AHEAD IF NO BETTER
TERMS ARE ARRANGED

]

Praises Baldwin.

(Canadian Press.)

London, Jan. 29.—It is understood
that the cabinet will meet tomorrow
to discuss Stanley Baldwin’s report on
his United States financial mission. The
division of opinion generally attributed
to the cabinet members on the ques-
tion of accepting America’s debt terms
is not confirmed by any ministerial
statement.

Indeed, no minister except Mr. Bald-
win has discussed the situation for
puhlica\tion.

The popular hope that terms may
yet be mitigated is based,on the as-
sumption that further efforts will be
made through diplomatic exchangés to
influence the: U. S., but most of th
press opinion takes Mr. "~Baldwin’s
Southampton . statement at its  face
value and does
upon such efforts.

Budget Outlook Gloony.

It is regorded as certain that if the
terms are not modified the coming
budget will .be a gloomy one-for the
taxpayers, who have been banking for
some time upon relief from taxation
and expecting a budget surplus.

The government would have the sup-
port of a majority of the London news-
papers if it accepted the U. S. terms
forthwith. The Daily Mail and the
Graphic alone today express their op-
position. ;

The Herald, Labors® publication,

while non-committal regarding accept-
arce or rejection, says: “What ironin
laughter there must be in the Krem-
lin. Great Britain and France at
Genoa waxed indignant about the
sanctity of international "debts, and
now Great Britain makes the payment
of half her pledged interest a favor
while France announces: blandly that
she has not the least intention of pay-
ing at all, until she secures full re-
parations from Germany.”
“-The newspaper further argues that
if it is honest and sound finance to
fund the debtﬂt: the U. B,, it is equally
so to fund British government's
debt' to domestic financlers. The Her-
ald declares that the budget can be
balanced if the British international
debt 'is funded at 2Y; per cent instead
of coptinuing to pay from 5 to 7 per
cent on the internal war loans.

A Compromise? 3

The Post finds it hard to believe that
the choice now presented is final, and
says there is an opinion in finincial cir-
cles in London that a compromise may
be arranged. After reiterating that
Great Britain’s lidbility was incurred
for allies who owe her twice as much
the paper continues: :

“But that is no reason for not pay-
ing. We are too proud to default, and
there is much force in the contention
that a settlement now would be bet-
ter than continuing without a settle-
ment.”]

The Daily News says it .is diffi-
cult ta see how in the face of the
inexorable facts Mr, Baldwin has
gset forth, public opinion can
fail to authorize ' the government
to close immediately with the U. S. of-
fer. “There is no need to pretend that
there is any gilt on the pill or that we
swallow it without a grimace,” remarks

| the News,, “There were moral and

sentimental reasons which led us to ex-
pect that America would deal very
tenderly regarding this great war debt.
Now that this illusion has been pricked
a certain amount of irritation and a
few hard words need not suprise the
American people and ought not unduly
to exasperate them.”

The paper argues that funding now
on the proffered terms will not destroy
“fhe possibility of future revision of
the question,” but will rather make it
easier “for the whole question of allied
war debts to be settled in a spirit of
generosity and wisdom, when the
American Government is in a position
to co-operate in the work of restoring
Furope to solvency and order.”

The Westminster Gazette contends
that it would only be worth while for
Great Britain to reject the U, S, pro-
posal if there were some reasonable
certainty of substantially better terms
later on.

“If Mr, Baldwin is right on facts,”
says this newspaper, “his policy ought
to prevail. It is useless to prolong the
present period of uncertainty, if we are
to find, after all, no better terms are
obtainable, The terms may not be very
generous, but they cannot be described
as grasping.”

The Daily Mail expresses briefly the
view that it is. emphatically opposed to
the foregoing “whatever Mr. Baldwin’s
own view may be. We have no hesita-
tion in saying the American terms are
impossible.”

Harvey Returns,

Plymouth, Eng., Jen, 20—U. S. Am-
bassador Harvey declined” to discuss the
debt situation or other public questions
upon his arrival here today after his
visit to the U. S. He took occasion to
say that Stanley Baldwin, chancellor of
the exchequer, made a good impression
in America, and asserted that Britain
could not have sent a better man. Not
since the days of Viscount Bryce, the
ambassador said, had a more favorable
opinion been created in the United
States by any British statesman, Mr.
Baldwin fully understood United States
sentiment, Ambassador Harvey added;
and with juch a man conducting the
negotiatior 3, nothing but good could re-
sult to British-United States relations.
