When a storage battery on a car, 
which depends on its current for the 
ignition system, goes dead, the engine 
becomes just as useless as if the “gas” 
tank was empty.

To prevent hood squeaks, the joint 
formed by the hood and the body cowl 
of the car should be lubricated from 
time to time.

When one or more cylinders misfire 
the trouble may be located in a short 
circuit caused by the wire being satur­
ated with oil or water.

Never shake floor mats to clean 
them. It rips off the binding of the 
edges. They should be cleaned by 
brushing or with a vacuum cleaner.

Carburetor troubles due to leaks and 
loo rich a mixture are more apt to be 
caused by wear on the natural parts 
comprising the full system.

Wear in the bearing of the shaft op­
erating the breaker arm is apt to 
a loss of compression at this point.

Irregular magneto action sometimes 
arises from excessive end play in the 
urmature bearings.

An overcharged battery may be de­
lected by its warm condition and gass­
ing (bubbling) freely.
