Wyman Had Nerved Himself to Shoot Berry At
South Livermore With That Liquor
In Dog Case

In connection with the Livermore
Falls fatal shooting reported in the
Times yesterday, a Bangor Commercial
despstch fram Livermore Falls says:—

Livermore Falls, May .27—That Lin-
coln G. Wyman, who shot and ‘probably
fatally wounded ' Constable Howard P.
Berry. at South Livermore Tuesday when
that official came to arrest him for not

paying his idog tax, and who afterward

committed suicide, had nerved: himself
to the deed with hard cider, seems prob-

ahle by the discovery in the house of a

half emptied pitcher, contaiming that

liquor, together with a tumbler partly
filled, standing beside it.

Nearby the pitcher Sheriff Stewens
found this note, written by Wyman to
his son, scrawled on a cheap piece of

< note paper in a shaky hand:
May 26
. How long the time seames, but I shall
. be gging soom, good bye, Alfon, God
bless you. Your Papa.

The careful manner iw which  the
whole tragedy was carpled out is em-

. phasized in the manmer in which he
* wrote a farewell notef to his boy. To
write it, he put on Jfis eveglasses, took

a pencil and after writing it, jaid them

carefully down. ¢ = :

E. R. Boothby, who talked with Wy-
man Monday, noticed that he, who s
known to be a moody man, had some-
thing on his mind. In talking with him
he could not interest him in any con-
versation and many times did not re-
ceive answers to his questions.

*.';'S_ent Boy From House

Before the arrival of the constable,
+  Wyman sent his boy Alton to a pasture
» ydown behind the house. The boy, who
is 14 years of age is badly affected by
the tragedy. He is very well liked in the
neighborhood and his life alone with his
father has not been of the pleasantest.
He will say nothing at present because
his father requested him not to do so.

Wyman lived for several years in the
west and with his brother in Iowa, when
the latter was shot in a saloon.

It is recalled that at different times
he has guarrelled with his wife, on one
occasion himself, taking paris green to
frighten her, and within a few months,
4n anger against his wife and hired man
he is alleged to have attempted to shoot
the hired man. At this time the wife
took paris green, and for weeks was
critically ill. It is said she is now at
Wayne and 'is still suffering from the
effects of the poison.

Berry is about 40 years of age. He is
one of .the most prominent citizens in
town.

The home about which the tragedy
took place has a previous tragic history.
It is the old Deacon John O. Palmer
place,

Made Fast Time
A rather odd feature of the affair is

that both sheriff parties, who were no-
tified by telephone, had to make a trip
of approximately 16 miles by automobile
Sheriff Stevens started from Auburn at
945 and arrived there at about 10.80.
Deputy Sherif Williams was at North
Jay and both automobiles coming in op-
posite directions drew up in front of the
Wyman homestead at the same time.

_Coroner Doe also came from Auburn,
making the trip in two minutes short of
hour. He immediately made an examin-
ation of the body and his opinion was
that "the bullet from the 88-calibre re-

volver after entering the right ear, took
an upward course and is now lodged
somewhere behind the forehead; that it
was a plain case of suicide and no in-
quest seemed necessary.

Homestead Deserted

The pretty little homestead of Lincoln
G. Wyman here is deserted except for
Deputy Sherif Williams, who will re-
main in charge until someone takes: it
over. .

Mrs. Wyman is at the home of Mrs.
Grover in Winthrop and in a pitiful con-
dition as the result of taking paris green
last fall. She is paralyzed.

The boy, Alton is much affected ang
s being cared for by neighbors .

While there may have been a small
mortgage on the farm, Wyman was un-
derstood to be doing well. The neigh-
bors speak of him as a peculiar man and
very high strung. He had been on this
farm for three years, coming from Fay-
ette where he was engaged in the work
of carpentry.

About the rooms everything was .in
good order. Apparently he was a great
smoker and a great reader. Newspapers
of late date covered the table. Pipes and
cigars were in evidemce on shelfs and
stands.

18 SHOT WOUNDS
IN BERRY’S BODY

Lewiston, May 27—Annduncement
was made at the hospital here Tuesday
night that Howard Berry, the Livermore
Falls constable, shot by Lincoln G. Wy-
man on Tuesday momning had a fighting
chance for life. The surgeons were un-
able to operate upon him Tuesday to
remove the buckshet.

Mr. Berry’s condftion was such that
they did not feel safe to make the at-
‘tempt. A number of pieces of bone and
bits of false teeth were taken from the
wounded man’s body. i

Dr. Scannell stated that while no bul-
lets were removed the wounds are such
as must have been caused by a slug or
an exceptionally large size of buckshot.

In the evént of Mr. Berry’s recovery,
the physicians state that' while he un-
doubtedly will be disfigured, they do
not think he will lose his sight, though
a piece of wadding shut one of his eyes.

The injured man reached the hospital
at about 12.80 o’clock and immediately
received the attention of Dr. Scannell
and Dr. Barrell who worked upon the
patient until 1.15 o’clock. He is in an
extremely critical condition with all
chances against recovery. >

The physicians found 18 distinct
wounds. One was under the right eye,
one on the face, another passing through
the lip, two under the jaw, causing a
double fracture of the jaw, four or five
in the neck, several in the shoulder, and
three passing through the wall of the
chest and perforating the lungs.

Considering the terrible shock' of the
injury, Mr. Berry stood the automobile
trip from Livermore Falls to Lewiston
well and was partlally conscious when
he reached the hospital.

Mr. Berry’s wife had telephoned his
sister, Mrs. Cyrus Brown of Auburn
telling her of the accident and asked her
to be at the hospital when the patient
arrived. Mrs. Brown went immediately
to the hospital and was there when Dr.
Smith arrived with Mr. Berry.

It is also to be borne in mind that the
votes included in the above total do not
include expenditures under special stat-
utes, such as the $1,200,000 for Farmers’
Bank depositors, another million or so
for Fenian Raid bounties; $45,000,000 for
MacKenzie & Mann, and any railway
subsidies which may be brought down
later. .

The supplementaries brought down to-
day are divided into $9,666,197, charge-
able to revenue, and $7,772,715, charge-
able to capital account. Taken in con-
junction with the main estimates sub-
mitted last February, the- tota] appro-
griations on revenue account amount to

156,452,828, and the total appropriation
upon capital account to $51,721,765. This
4s an increase in the amount asked for
the ordinary expense of government of
$18,289,509, while capita]l expenditure ap-
propriations are decreased by $7,721,586.

Tory “Economy.”

During ‘the last year of the Laurjer
administration the total amount spent on
the ordinary ex of administration
was $87,774,108. After three years in
power the present government is asking
some $68,000,000 more to carry on-the
administration. This is about $9 more
per head, or about $46 more per family
than it cost to run the country under the
Liberal regime.

The total expenditure in the last year
of the Laurier government was $122,-
861,250. The present government is ask-
ing $85,000,000 more for total expendi-
ture this year.
