Paris, Oct. 10—“To the north of the Oise, our troops have at» 

tained real advantages at several places in their zone of action, la 
the region of St. Mihel we have made material progress.

“Antwerp was taken yesterday. The conditions under which this 
place was occupied by the enemy are, however, not yet known.

• “In Russia very spirited fighting continues on the frontier of 
East Prussia, where Russian troops have had partial success. They 
have occupied the town of Lyck (in East Prussia).

‘ ‘ The siege of Przemysl continues under conditions favorable for 
the Russians, who have taken by assault one of the forts of the main 
line of defence.’’

London, Oct. 10.—On the battle line in France, the German and French re­

ports agree there has been no change In the situation, although the French say 
they have made some little progress near St, Mihiel and In the Argonne. It le 
however, on the other wing, in northwestern France, and across the Belgian 
border that Interest centres. Here a battle is in progress on a line from Las- 
signy northward through Roye, Bray-Sur-Somme, Aras and Lens while the 
cavalry is operating north of Lille.

Farther south, the Germans, having withstood the aflies* attempt to out­
flank them, have been delivering counter-strokes, at first at Roye and Las- 
signy, where the French tried to get through the German lines of communica­
tion, and then at Arras, where they again tried to get through Camvrai to the 
railway line at Le Gateau. Before these counter-strokes the French had to 
give ground, which they since have regained.

Failing to break the aflies* lines, General Von Kluck attempted to outflank 
them by sending a large force of cavalry around Lens to the rear of the French 
at Lille. Here the fighting was still going on yesterday and no result had yet 
been attained.

FIGHTING WAS TERRIFIC Death's Head Scouts Meet Sudden

The Hague, Oct 10—Antwerp surrendered to the Germans at 2S0 p. m. 
on Friday. The war flag was removed from the cathedral and a white flag 
raised in its place at nine a. m. The actual surrender took place five and one 
half hours later.

It is declared here that the cathedralof Notre Dame has not been damaged.
The Germans delivered one of their last furious attacks between six and 

seven o’clock on Friday morning. The Belgians resisted them valiantly In 
their trenches and the desperate fighting resulted in very heavy losses on both 
sides.

London, Saturday, Oct. 10—A corres­

pondent of the Daily Chronicle sends 
the following despatch from an unnam­
ed town in France, under the date of. 
Wednesday: "Arras has been the pivot 
of a fierce battle which, commencing 
Thursday, was still in progress when I 
was forced to leave the citadel three 
days later.

“In that period I was fortunate 
enough to penetrate into the firing line, 
and the experiences are such as will 
never be dimmed in my memory. Like 
the movements of so many pawns on 
a mammoth chess board was the feint­
ing with scattered outposts to test the 
strength of the enemy. I saw the action 
open with the skirmishes at Vitry En 
Artois and, next morning, one of the 
hardest battles which make a link in 
the chain flung right across France of 
the gigantic battle of rivers was being 
prosecuted before my eyes.

“The days that ensued were full of 
feverish motions, 
throbbed with the flow of an army, and 
all the tragedy which war brings. There 
were moments when its cobbled streets 
were thronged by streams of wounded 
from the country beyond. Guns boom­
ed incessantly, a fitting requiem to the 
sad little processions which occassion- 
ally revealed that some poor fellow had 
sacrificed his life for the flag which ac­
companied him to his grave.

“I reached Arras on Sept. 29. The

MANY SHIPS BLOWN UP?
London, Oct. 10.—An Amsterdam despatch to the Reuter Telegram Com­

pany says that thirty-two German merchantships including a large number of 
steamers have been blown up in the port of Antwerp.

King Albert, it is believed, is among those who have left Antwerp. An 
unconfirmed report says the queen and members of the royal family have gone 
to Ostend. The king’s reported departure to Selzaste, near the Dutch frontier 
would, it is explained, be consistent with the reports that tjie Germans have 
forced the passages of the Scheldt between Tcrmonde and Wetteren, for the 
king always kept in touch with the more hard-pressed of his troops.

The siege of Antwerp, which culmin­
ated in its fall on Friday, October 9, be­
gan on September 29, so that the Ger- 

took just ten days to reduce the 
formidable fortifications which sur­
rounded the temporary capital of the 
Belgians. The Germans had, however, 
for a long time previous prepared the 
way for the attack on Antwerp by tak* 
ing towns in its vicinity.

The first direct attack on the Ant­
werp fortifications was that against the 
forts at Waelhem and Wavre-St. Cath­
erines. These were reduced in a few 
days_ by the aid of the big siege guns. 
Meanwhile the forts at Lierre and Kon- 
igshoyct had also been attacked and 
these and others of the outside line of 
fortifications were taken last week.

The last few days have seen the fight­
ing advance to the inner line of forts 
and along the Scheldt, principally at 
Schoonaede. At the last named place, 

fighting occurred for several days, 
but the superior artillery of the Ger- 

gradually forced the Belgians back 
until in the last day or two the fighting 
had reached practically to the suburbs 
of Antwerp.

On Wednesday, Oct. 7, came reports 
that the Belgian government was mov­
ing to Ostend, and that day also brought 
reports that the population was fleeing 
in terror and panic toward the Holland 
frontier. Zeppelin bomb attacks which 
did much damage and killed scores of 
people, added to the terror of the inhabi­
tants.
