NOTED CHINESE 10 ME STUDY 
OF THE CANADIAN RAILWAYS

Ten Killed in Theatre
Now Talk of “Book Trust”—Such An Assortment— Vervins, France, March 10—Ten people 

were fatally injured and forty-six others 
seriously hurt in a panic caused by the 
explosion of a moving picture apparatus 
in a small upstairs theatre here last night. 
The audience numbered 120, mostly chil­
dren.

Washington, March 10—Opposing attor­
neys appeared before the supreme court* 
here to argue whether there is a "book 
trust.” The argument was the outcome of 
a suit brought by a New York department 
store to enjoin the American Publishers' 
Association, said to be composed of pub­
lishers of 75 per cent, of the books in the 
United States, and the American Booksel­
lers’ Association, said to be composed of 
a large majority of the wholesale and re­
tail booksellers of the country, from the 
enforcement of certain contracts, which, it 
was contended, prohibit the selling of 
books to dealers who sell them to the pub­
lic at less than an established price.

The New York state court held the con­
tracts valid in regard to copyrighted books.
