UNRESTRICTED TRADE AND ANNEXATION.

The St. John Liberals are denying
most vigorously that they have any de-
sign of bringing about annexation, but
throughout the United States it is well
known that there is a compact between
the Liberal leaders and the Rep
statesmen at Washington,that unrestrict~
ed reciprocity is to lead to annexation.
The Philadelphia Record in an editorial
entitled “Repeating an Error” shows
this very clearly. The following is the
Record’s article which appeared- in that
paper on the 25th inst.

THF WINTER PORT.

The Globe last evening remarks in an
editorial paragraph:—

Portland, Maine, has been represented
asa city that has been deprived of a
great deal of trade. - We notice, however,
that it still continues to be the winter
port. of Canada. The English steamer at
Halifax the other day landed 600 tons of
cargo, and she took 2,560 tons to land at
Portland, the bulk of which is for the
Upper Provinces.

This is only true because the contract
with the Allan line has not yet -expired,
the steamers of that line gding to Port-
land and landing their heavy. goods'
there for transportation over the Grand
Trunk to Montreal, a distance of 298
miles. The Grand Trunk to Portland
was built long before Confederation and
the interest which took freight there
could not be assailed so long as 8t. John
had no short line to Montreal. Now
with the help of the C. P. R. we will be
able to obtain a large part of the Can-
adian trade which Portland is enjoying
provided Canada keeps out of any such
entangling alliance with the United
States as  unrestricted reciprocity.
With unrestricted reciprocity, Portland
would retain all the Canadian trade it
now has, and St John’s hopes of becom-
ing the winter port of Canada would be
destroyed.
