No Further Attacks.
England Has Treaty With Por­

Paris, Feb. 3.—Dispatches received 
here from Lisbon up to noon to-day do 
not speak of any recurrence of violence 
and it is generally accented that Lis­
bon is still tranquill. There is no con­
firmation here of the reported attack 
on the house of Premier Franco, and it 
is thought that this may refer to Sat­
urday’s assault on his house at the 
time of the assassination.

Effect in London.
London, Feb. 3.—The tragedy at Lis­

bon had depressing, effect upon several 
national securities, Spanish and Rus­
sian shares weakening as well as 
Portuguese, 
which were quoted on Saturday at 63, 
slumped this morning to 60. A tele­
gram received this morning from Lis­
bon by the London and the Brazilian 
bank declares the general situation to 
be tranquil, that everything is quiet 
and that business is progressing.

Warship Dispatched.
Madrid, Feb. 3.—The dispatch of a 

cruiser to Lisbon is explained by the 
statement that the warship is to bç put 
at the disposal of the Spanish minister.

Dramatic Scene.
The Lisbon correspondent of the Im­

perial says that when the dowager 
queen Maria arrived at the arsenal the 
doctors were bathing the faces of the 
king and prince. The queen threw her­
self upon the body of her son, the king 
and the doctors were obliged to remove 
her by force. When the queen rose her 
robe was crimsoned with blood; then 
she swooned. All travelers crossing the 
Portuguese frontier are being subjtint­
ed to a rigorous examination.

On.the evening of the assassinations 
no bugles were sounded in the bar­
racks of Lisbon for fear that their 
notes would be taken as a signal that 
the government had been overthrown.

Lisbon, Feb. 1. — Carlos I. was 
born September 28th, 1863, the
son of Louis I. and his queen, 
Maria Pla, daughter of the late King 
Vittorio Emmanuel of Italy, who still 
survives.

Widespread Plot.
Senhor Franco, the premier, publish­

ed a decree dissolving the cHamber and

A quarter of a mile up the street, J. 
C. Massender, aged 45, who had retired 
early to bed, came down stairs for a 
drink of water. He was just at the 
foot of the stairs when the stray bullet 
fired by Buice hit him. The bullet 
went through the side of the house and 
struck Massender in the abdomen. He 
died half an hour later.

Two hours later Buice was arrested 
and declares he had no thought of 
shooting anyone, and simply wanted to 
scare his rival. He was not even ac­
quainted with Massender, who leaves 
a widow and nine children.
