Made an Appropriation of 
$6,000 for Work.

(From Monday’s Daily.)
The informatiori has been received 

from the north that the Dominion gov­
ernment is about to expend consider­
able money in improving the Stickeen 
river channel so as to aid navigation. 
Last year $600 was spent for this pur­
pose and some of the worst rocks were 
removed near Glenora.

This year, however, an appropriation 
of $6,000 has been made for the purpose 
and considerable work will be possible 
between Glenora and Telegraph Creeks. 
The work will be carried out under the 
direction cl C. A. Tervo, who has lived 
at déliera since 1898 and knows ex­
actly the needs of the district.

Those interested in the question of 
river navigation are loud in their praise 
of the aid given by W. Sloan, M. P.- 
elect, in securing the appropriation. 
The work to be carried out has been 
decided upon by Mr. Lewis, acting in 
consultation with Capt. Bucey, of the 
Hudson’s Bay Company steamer, 
whose vessels traverse the river. The 
work will consist of blowing off the 
principal protruding rocks at the big 
riffle near Glenora, removing a num­
ber of large holders at Bucks Bar; also 
removing obstructions at the South 
Fork and laying cables at thezBig Rif­
fle and Grand Rapids. With these im­
provements navigation on the Stickeen 
river will be very Aiuch improved.

As the Chinese residents in South' 

Saanich who have been making a prac­
tice of slaughtering pigs and keeping 
their piggeries in an unsanitary con­
dition have paid no attention to re­
peated warnings, prosecutions will -be 
commenced against them. This action 
was decided on at the meeting of the 
municipal council on Saturday after­
noon, and Dr. Nelson, municipal health 
officer, was asked to inspect the quart­
ers of all Chinese residents keeping 
swine and report on the sanitary con­
ditions.

Numerous complaints have been re­
ceived by the council from residents 
who live within olfactory distance of 
the piggeries, especially along Carey 
road, regarding the stench from them. 
Evidence has been collected of slaught­
ering being done in defiance of the by­
law. The Chinese are wily enough in 
some cases, it is said, to slaughter at 
night and bring the carcasses into the 
city to dispose of them.

It was the view of the majority of. 
the council that the ratepayers would 
not grudge any expense to get rid of 
this nuisance, even if it cost $1,000.

A. G. Snelling, secretary of the Vic­
toria Creamery Company, wrote to 
complain that the company’s premises 
on Carey road had been entered and 
considerable damage done, but that 
complaints to the constable had met 
with no attention.

Councillor Nicholson suggested that 
a special constable be appointed to in­
vestigate this case, and council de­
cided to do this. Councillor Nicholson 
thought it strange that Constable 
Russell could not discover the culprits 
in this and other cases where com­
plaints had been made and no arrests 
made.

Constable Russell was present and 
he declared that he had done his best 
to catch offenders, but the great ex­
tent of the municipality would hamper 
anyone. By the time complaints got to 
him and he got to the scene offenders 
had usually disappeared. In the case 
of the piggeries, Constable Russell said 
he had secured sufficient evidence to 
warrant conviction.

Valentine H. Wetmore made a protest 
against paying $2 road tax when he 
was already jtaying taxes on property 
in the municipality. The council was 
rather doubtful as to its rights in the 
matter, but finally agreed to refund 
the $2 in this and other cases.

Councillor Dunn declared that it was 
petty larceny on the part of the muni­
cipality to collect a road tax from 
ratepayers.

Expenditures on road work during 
October were reported on as follows by 
the road superintendent: Ward one, 
$228.15; ward three, $566.15; ward four, 
$649.10; ward five, $64.60; ward six, 
$527.25. Expenditures upon the trunk 
roads were as follows: Saanich road, 
from the city boundary to the Royal 
Oak. $289.20; East Saanich road, from 
the Royal Oak to the boundary of 
ward six, $215.40; East Saanich road, 
gravelling, $194.55. and West Saanich 
road, gravelling, $50.65.
