THE COLONIAL CONFERENCE.

Official Statement of What Was Ac-
complished,

At the conélusion of the sittings of the
Colonial Conference in Loondon on (August
12th, the following official statement as
to its work was given out by the colonial
office: o

'The questions of Imperial defence and
Imperial trade have formed the two chief
subjects of deliberation at the Colonial
Conference now brought to a conclusion.

The: results- of the conference have
been satisfactery from an Imperial point!
of view. They include the adoption of
resolutions regarding increased <contri-
butions from the colonies to the Im‘t
perial navy, in which Canada cousentsi
to take lier part, and of a system of pre-|
ferential tariffs between the colonies and:
the mother country. It must be under-|
stood, however, that the resolutions |
wiiich have been passed are-nct in their
presert form binding upon the Imperial!
and Colonial = governments represented,’
but are destined to be submitted by the
ministers concerred to the various legis+!
iatures of the ¥mpire. Jonsequently, |
nothing final has heen . decided by the;
conference, i

At the concluding sitting some increase’
in the Colonia! subsides to the Tmperinl
navy was agreed to after discussion, and
a tabla was prepared bv,the admiralty
arrortioning the respective, amounts to
be contributed by each colony. A scheme
was also considered for allotting a cer-
tain number of the local forces in the;
colonics for the purposes of Imperial de-!
fence in an emergency. While some of
the colonies agreed to the proposal for
Tmperial reservists, others, such as Can-
ada and Australia, contented themselves
with promising to keep their local forces
in a state of efficiency, relying on the
willingness of the people to assist the !
Tmperial government in an emergency as'
they did in the casc of the South African;
war,

The ccntribation of Cane Colony to!
the navy is thus fixed at £50.000 instead!
and Natal's con-!
tribution is fixed at £35,000. A recom-!
mendarion was adopted that greater|
facilities should be given tn the colonies
for the nomination of cadets to both
services of the Imperial forces,

As regards the trade of the Erﬁpire,I
the policy was generally agreed  on,|
without entering into detail, of estab-|
lishing in the colonies preferential tariffs
on British products—that is to say, be—;
tween each colony and the mother coun-
try. The extent of the preferential treat-!
ment will differ according to the circum-
stances in which an individual colony is
placed, and the intention is to follow the
policy adopted in the case of the Domin-'
ion of Canada. The conference adopted
a resolution for a’'united contribution on
the part of all the colonies to the mem-
otial to Queen Victoria, and it was|
understood that in the monument to 'be'
erected. there should be some feature dis-|
tinetive of each contributing colony, l

The results of the conference will be
submitted by Mr. Chamberlain to the
other members of the cobinet as soon as
thev have been prepared for this purpose,
and it is proposed to publish them suhse-
quently without the detailed proceedings
of the conference.

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~ KHLLED OR WOUNDED

VENEZUELAN TROOPS
ROUT REVOLUTIONISTS

Compelled: to.Retreat After Five Hours’
Figbting—Trouble Brewing Be-
tween Colombia and Nicaragua.

Willemstad, Island of Curacoa, Aug.
20.—Advices of an official nature which
have' reached here from Caracas, Vene-
zuela, are to the effect that a severe
fight occurred yesterday between gov-
ernment forces and the advance guard
of the revolutionary army under Gen.
Matos. Tbe revolutionists were com-
manded by Generals Zoilo and Vidal.
They made an attempt to occupy the
town of Taguay, but after a fight of five
hours they abardoned the field to the
government forces. Two hundred of the
revolutiouists #vere  killed!or iwounded.

President  Castro_ is mowat Cua, 25
miles from Caracas.

Atrocities Reported.

Kingston, Jamaica, Aug. 29.—The
German steamer Polaria, which arrived
here to-day from Venezuelan ports, last
Friday, August 22nd, reports that while
at Carupano, 700 rebels attacked the
place stubbornly, and got inside the
town, where they were met by a thous-
and . government troops under General
Velutini. Severe fighting, lasting the
whole day, followed and ended in the
disorderly retreat of the rebels, several
of the latter being killed or wounded.

Bullets repeatedly struck the steamer,
and the lives of her crew being in dan-
ger, Capt. Hoff, her commander, com-
municated with Gen. Velutini and asked
for protection. The general replied that
the Polaria must clear out, as he had
no right to be there. Her captain re-
fused to leave the port, and telegraphed
the German cruiser at Gazelle at La
Guayara, asking for immediate protec-
The Guzelle arrived at Carupano
on Sunday morning, and protected
the Polaria while the latter proceeded to
take on cargo. This work was complet-
ed on Monday night, and the Polaria
sailed under the protection of the Ger-
man cruiser, which also left Carupano.
The Venezuelan naval offiicials there
were in fear of another and more seri-
ous attack on the place. Trade was
completely crippled and many atrocities
were reported. .

JXExplanation Wanted,

Washington, Aug. 29.—Colombia will
formally demand of Nicaragua an ex-
planation in regard to the latter coun-
try’s alleged participation in the revolu-
tion against the Colombian government,
and back up her demand with the most
formidable land and naval' forces she
can muster as soon as the present rebel

| activity on the Isthmus has been crushed.

Information to tnis effect was received
from authoritative source in Washing-
ton. ? y

The above intelligencéd causes consider-
able surprise in diplomati¢ circles, .for
but a few weeks ago it was announced
'that Mr, Concha, the Colombian minis-
ter, and Mr. Corea, the Nicaraguan min-
ister, had established an entente cordi-
ale between their respective govern-

Shortly after Minister Corea’s arrival
in Nicaragua, where lhe went some
weeks ago on a leave of absence, the
Colombian minister here, it is stated,
received information to the effect that
arms and ammunition for the Colombian
rebels on the Isthmus. were being ship-
ped from Corinto. The Colombian le-
gation here had been receiving reports
of this character continually, and in view
of ;the arrangement effected with the
Nicaraguan minister ‘before he left
Washington, Senor Concha lost no time
in calling Mr. Corea’s attention to the
mattes. i

Thé latter replied that President Ze-
laya wonld immediately institute an in-
vestigation to ascertain if the reports
were well founded..

still continued Her matéial support of
the .revolutionists:'on the Isthmus, and
Colombia, now, it is stated, finds her
patience exhausted and decided to pre-
sent “a formal demand for an explana-
tion.

Meanwhile, it is understood, thé en-
tente cordiale has -only a nominal exis-
tence. ' It i8 not anticipated that . the
affair will lead to an actual war with
Nicaragua, but nevertheless Colombia is
making preparatiopns to back up her rep-
‘resentations with a reinforced army and
navy. It develops that the purchase of
the well-armed war vessel at Seattle, as
well as several purchases of warships
for the Colombian navy, have Nicaragua,
rather than the present troubles on the
Isthmus in view,

RAILWAYS IN STATES.

Washingtén, Aug. 28.—The interstate
commerce commission has issued a sum-
mary of the report on statistics on railways
in the United States covering the year end-
ing June 30th, 1901. The number of rail-
roads in the hands of receivers on that
date was forty-five, a net decrease of séven
as compared with the corresponding date
of the year previous.

Including tracks of all kinds the aggre-
gate length of railway mileage. was 265,368
miles, an increase of 6,582 miles.

The number of persons in the employ of
the railways of the United States on June
30th, 1901, was 1,071,169, or an average of
548 employees per hundred miles of line.
As compared with June 30th, 1900, the num-
ber of employees ‘increased 53,516.

The amount of raillway capital outstand-
ing was $11,688,177,991. This amount on a
miléage basls represents a capitalization
of $61,568 per mile of line.

The number of passengers carried was
607,288,182, showing an increase for the
year of 30,412,891.
