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“IN ACCIDENT”
SAY THE OFFICIALS

REGARDING SHOOTING
AT WINTER PALACE

Left in Gun After Practice
on Tuesday.

St. Petersburg, Jan. 20.—10 a. m.—In
spite of the statement that the cannon

shot yesterday which might have wipsd®

out the whole of the Romanoff family
was the result of carelessness in leaving
a shotted eartridge in the breachl of the
gun after target practice, the mysterious
case is still under the combined investi-
gzation of the military and police and the,
public seem as little inclined as the
authorities to accept the publisheds
version.

The officers and men of the baftery
have not been arrested, but are confined
to barracks and by tlre military regula-
tions are closely under restraint, so that
it is impossible for the culprits to escape
until the responsibilify is determined.

It cannot be said definitely whether
the affair was an aecident. The gen-
eral belief ig that a widespread plot did
not exist, but evidences of design are so
apparent that the statement ‘attributing
the presence of a loaded shell to previous
target practice only- brings . smiles in
many quarters. It is pointed out as be-
ing highly improbable that the gun had
not been cleaned for two days, and that

The officers of this regiment has included

inspector of the Russial army,- whose
duty it is to conduet the investigation,

Two investigations are proceeding in-
dependently and both are gwarded with
the utmost secrecy.

Military experts say indications point
to a charge consisting of grape shot be-
ing inserted in a saluting gun. If this
was the case, probably only one man was
involved.. Certainly if there was an ex-
tensive deep-laid plot or if any officer
was involved it was badly directed. It
is pointed out that it is hardly probable
that an expert artilleryman should have
prepared a weak smattering charge
which could thardly carry across the
Neva. At the same time an indication
of design is the fact that the gun was
laid directly against the imperial pavil-
ion. Had the gun contained ‘a service
charge or a regular shell, the pavilion
must infallibly have been' destroyed. Tt
is clear, however, that the saluting was
done most recklessly, @iy the flashes of
the blank shots from St. Peter and St.
Paul fortresses showed that the guns
were directed straight at the Winter
Palace.

The Official Version.

Will Demand Rights.

London, Jan. 20.—The London papers
to-day, and their St. Petersburg corre-
spondents, take the gravest view of the
internal conditions in Russia. The ma-
jority express the belief that yesterday’s
vmdmr was a premeditated attempt on
the life of Hmperor Nicholas and main-
tain that the strike is much more a poli-
tical than an industrial movement. Im
short, they consider that 'every sign
makes it apparent that the BEmpire is on
the verge of a revolution.

CAPITAL RESEMBLES
BELEAGURED CITY

Strikers Determined to Hold Demonstration

el ETDDE Of the Palace at St.

Petersburg.

Leader Says Men Will Meet No Matter If It Resultsin a
Massacre--More Troops Arrive, But Authorifies
Are Extremely Nervous.

8t. Petersburg,Jan. 20.—The employees
of the-Sangalli and Xolinkin spinning
mill ceased work this morning, and con-
siderable further accessions to the ranks
of the strikers are expected in the course
of the day.

‘The men already out, in pursuance of
the plan to enforce a general strike, are
pai-ading the streets of the Basils island
districts compelling weork shops, printing
works and small shops to close. It is
estimated that the band so engaged ag-
gregate 5,000 men. They have broken
into several factories and into the print-
ing works of the aeademy of science,
forcing the employees to join:them. The
management of the printing works, which
is a’'government establishment, acting on
the advice of theipolice, agreed to them,
giving up the work€ sy as to avoid a dis-

St. Petersburg,’ Jan. 20.—As the day
progressed the ranks of the strikers were
rapidly - augmented. Strong delegations
visited all the factories and printing
shops, threatening to compel a cessation
of work unless the employees promptly
joined in the strike. Practically all the
small establishments in St. Petersburg
are already closed.. One deputation of
strikers visited the office of a recently
established mnews agency and informed
the printers that unless they joined the
movement the building would be wreck-
ed. Phe printers, numbering about one
hundred, promptly quit work. The troops
kave been called out.

One Hundred Thousand Idle.

St. Petersburg, Jan. 20.—7 p.m.—The
strike situation is extremely bad. The,
strikers are parading the city and closing
shops. Over a hundred thousand are now
out.

Reports from the interior are to the
effect that efforts are being made to in-
duce workmen in other cities to join and
thake the strike general throughout Rus-
sia.

The managers of the big concerns have
formally decided to refuse to treat with
any persons except their own workmen,
but - they are ready to adjust all the
points in: dispute except the eight-hour
day, which they say is a matter for the
government to dec1de as a legal work
day in Russia is éle’»en hours, alxowmg
commxt.tees of workmen to fix the price
of piece work and the payment of the
men while striking. :

There is a general fear, however, that
the = strike has entered on a political
phase, and that turbulence and bloodshed
are inevitable.

At the meetings to-day the men were
greatly excited, and drew up-a formal
petition to the Emperor, which will be
sent to Tsarskoe-Selo to-night by a depu-
tation. asking him to give a response at
the Winter Palace on 'Sunday, at the
same time .guaranteeing him immunity
from personal violence.

Despite the energetic measures taken
to insure the safety of the eity, the in-
habitants are in a state bordering on
The . wildest, mamors; Fegardine
the intentions of the mob are afloat, and
many small retailers did not open their
shops theis morning. Am edict has gone
forth ‘that no shops must open to-mor-
row, when the great assemblage on the
palace square is scheduled to .take
place. Although the authorities seem-
ingly are determiined to prevent it, pre-
parations for the gigantic demonstration
are proceeding, the men declaring that
they are ready to die in their tracks.

Father Copon, who was reported to
have been kidnapped during the night,
is understood to be at large this morning,
going from place to place

Organizing and Directing
everything. His dictum is that the meet-
ing shall occur on the palace square, no
matter if it results in massacre of the
men. He says they must be resolved to
do or die.

The assemblage planned for to-morrow
is likened to the march of the multitudes
wearing red caps of liberfy to the Tuil-
eries to put the demands to Louis XVI.
While there is much talk that the troops
may be overawed by the mob, the auth-
orities do not ‘manifest the slightest ap-
prehension on this score. The Cossack
and the 'Guard regiments, they declare,
can be relied upon. Two regiments of
infantry have also been brought here
from Riga. Nevertheless the authorities
are extremely mnervous, ~realizing that
blood once.spilled in the present temper
of the excited men, spurred on by So-
cialist agitators, it is impossible to pre-
judge the end.

Official Statement.

St. Petersburg, Jan. 21.—6 p.m.—The
sifuation has much improved. There have
been no disturbances of importance dur-
ing- the day and-the-authorities belieye
they have the situation well in hand.

Chief of the secret police Loupoukine
said to the Associated Press at b o’clock:

‘“The strikers are perfectly quiet and
well conducted. Additional troops have
been brought in from Tsarskoe-Selo and
Peterhof to gunarhd the mills. Artillery
is stationed around the arsenal. No
delegation of strikers appeared at Tsars-
koe-Selo last night. We are fully apprised
of their intention to gather on the pal-
ace squaré to-morrow, but His Majesty
will not be there, and meéasures have
been taken to prevent strikers from mak-
ing their way into the centre of the
city. We are confident that order will
be preserved.

‘“From police investigation we are sat-
isfied that the incident of January 19th
was an accident due to an oversight. The
battery was practicing on the previous
day and a charge of case shot was leff
in the gun. No evidence has been found
of the existence of a plot and the pun-
ishment which will be inflicted will prob-
ably be only for neglect and careless-
ness.”

The above is a very optimistic official
review. Bloodshed is generally feared
to-morrow. The extént of the strike and
the character of the movement have sur-
prised even those who thought they were
well informed regarding the situation.
The delegations of strikers which have
been going around the shops fo-day have
ben meeting with success everywhere.
Even jewelers’ workmen sre joining.

Romanoff, the policeman who was
wounded January 19th, is dead. The bat-
tery from which the shot was fired being
number one of the regiment; like all
guard regiments, wore the Emperor’s
insignia.

Rome, ' Jan. 21.—In ‘the reports re-
ceived at the Vatican regarding the In-
ternal situation in Russia, it is an-
nounced that the strike is regarded as a
very grave one. Russian Catholie
bishops are recommending to their flocks
prudence and abstension from participa-
tionin the political movement, fearing
repressive measures on the part of anti-
Catholics.

EXPRESS TRAIN WRECKED. *
Cars Thrown From Rails While Running
Fifty Miles an Hour—Several
Persons Injured,

Durham, N. H., Jan. 20.—The “Sun-
rise” express, from Halifax and St. Jobn
for Boston, was wrecked this morning a
short distance west of the Durham
station. Four cars were derailed, and a
number of persons were ‘injured, four
seriously. No one was killed. The acci-
dent was caused by a broken rail.
