THE FINDING OF THE REMAINS.
Alfred Brown, county constable, living 

iu London, gax’e evidence to the following 
effect On Thursday morning about 8.15 
Constable Moore and I left Lucan in a 
sleigh to bring in the bodies from the 
ruins ; there were two bodies lying to­
gether near the stove in the kitchen 
another body lay in the corner between 
the kitchen door and the door leading to 
the front room ; the other body was found 
in the latter room near the front door ; 
I collected the remains separately, and 
putting them in a coffin brought them to 
Mr. Connor’s house ; I xvas in charge of 
them there till they were given over to 
their friends ; I was at the '"ruins about 
two o’clock the day before, when the 
bodies were lying in about the same po­
sition that I found them on Thursday ; 1 
saw some of the skulls then, more than we 
took away next day, when there 
only a few pieces ; I at first saw' a pot tion 
of all the skulls ; I did not closely examine 
the skulls, and did not see any marks of 
^njury Oil them ; ten feet from the front of
