Winter Shipmont of Lumber.

At a recent meeting of the St. John
Board of Trade the matter of railway
freight 6n lumber was brought up and
the statement made that if lumber was
carried from the North Shore to St. John
in the winter at the same low rates that
coal was carried to the upper provinces
that a great deal of Jumber would be
sent to St. John for shipment instead of
being held over until the opening of navi-
gation in the spring.

Hon, D~. Pugsley said that it zonversa-
tion with a large lumber merchant from
the Nortn Shore he had learned that after
the ports of the North Shore are closed
it is necessary for the opcrators to hold
their lumber over until the following
spring. The gentlemen to whom he had
spoken thought it of greatest importance
to the port of St. John that the govern.
ment should cheapen the freight on
lumber to St. John. By this means from
$50,000 to $60,000 of additional businees
would be done in St. John during the
winter season. This arrangement would
benefit both the railways and the city.

Kingston also
acquiesces and prominent men there de-
clare that there ought to be no difficulty
in maintaining the stipend at $1000, the
present figure,
