OCEAN STEAMSHIP FREIGHT.

The postmaster general, in his conversa-
‘tion with the St. John delegates, makes 1t
understood that the difficalty in the mail
subaidy case 1s In convincing ateamship com.
Panics that freight Is to be obtalned at this
port. The delegates were, of course, not
able to say that local frelght could be found
sufficlent, but they cculd easily show that
the chancs for local frelght was as good here
a2 at PoftlandsThe traffio obtalned at Port-
land is Caoadian traffic, and this the Short
Line will bring 1t to St, John, The fact Is
that the Monstreal Ocean Siesmshlp Com-
pany has nob yet been able to obtain at
Portisnd all the freight r quired, Dar-
ing November acd Dacember of last
year, the bulk of the homeward cargo
In altcraste trips was taken at Baltimore,
and likewise during Msrch and April,
Darlng Jaruary and February Portland and
Halifax supplied the cargo. If a steamship
line subeldizad to go to Portland has found
It pecessary to look elsewhere for a portion
of the cargo, thls should not be made an
objection to the St. Joha subsidy, There
Is, however, no reason to doubt that thie
port wculd have much more freight to
offer after the constructlon of the Short
Iloe than Portland had last winter,
By wayof comparlson we give the total
amount of freight taken from Quebec by the
mall steamers during the summer of 1885 :—

The
quantity of grain at Halifax lagt week with
the conterts of grain cars bound thither on
the Intercolonial would itself furnish three
or four such cargoes, This grain is

FINANCIERS AND CRITICS,

The Dominion accounts for last year show
a deficlt of $1,800,000 over the amount
chargeable fo the Nerthwest rebellion, 'The
total deficit on ordinary account for the two
past years reaches a little over $2,000,000,
to which must be added $6,000,000 rebellion
expenditure, The aggregate surplus for the
previous four years, exolusive of the pro.
ceeds of Dominion lande, was $20,000,000,
It will 'be seen that the net surplus since
1880 is sufficlent to pay off the rebellion
clalms, mee! all other deficits of the perlod
and leave a net balance of $12,000,000. The

revenue for the carrent year is so far largely
In advance of the expenditure, We may
confidently look for & respectable excesa of
recelpts over outlay for the year,

In view of this state of affairs, Sir Richard
Cartwright should not be too much troaubled
for the country’s financlal fature, He finished
his ministerial career with a succession of
deficits behicd him and mpo hope for better
things in futare, The perlod of his connec-
tlon with the finance department was the
perlod of our most unfortunste financing.
He went out of office leaving a net deficlt of
$3,000,000 aod & financisl system which
added another $2,000,000 when the year on
which he resigned had expired, A minister
Who cannot make both ends meet may oriti-
clse with ability a minlster who can, but
this only shows that the two are in thelr
proper relations as critic and minister, They
thould not change places lest the country
loge good criticlem and galn bad financing,

A LAME DEFERCz,

The defence which Mr, Blake’s friends
make of his cenduct in reading gsrbled
quotations from official reports to support
his attsck onm the government s that the
garbling was not dore by Mr. Blake, but by
his friend, Cameron, and that Mr, Blake did
not form his opinion as to the criminality of
the government on this evidence, but on
some other facts, As to the first it {s only
necessary to say that the man who would
mutilate, pervert, and faleify a public report
is not a fit man to farnish a party leader with

campaign material, and that Mr, Blake be.
éame a partaker in Cameron’s guilt when
he read the garbled quotations from
Cameron’s speech, glving the audience
to understand that he was farnish-
Ing honest quotations verified by himself,
As to the other point it 18 not a matter of
general concern whether Mr, Blake forms
his oplnion of the government on much evi.
