He wrought a good
work among the Bechwanas; found
tribes idolstrous and savage, utterly
ignorant and degraded, and constantly
at war with each other. When he left
Ohristian churches abounded, and a
body of native pastors had been trained
from among the Bechwanas. In 1840
David Liviogstone went out under the
same society to work with him among
the same tribes. He married Dr. Mol-
fat’s daughter. In 1849 Livingstone
commenced these series of “researches”
which have made him famous. From
1862-66 he covered in his greatest ex-
ploration about 11,000 miles, tracing
rivers tosources, dllmvfﬂng tribes never
seen by white man before, and taking
observations invaluable to all future
travellers, Viotoris Gold Medal was
Englsnd’s réward. He visited Eogland
in 1866 and 1864, Apperently lost in
bis last journey into the interior, H, M.
Stanley was despatebed to find him,
They met at Ujiji, 1871. Eogland laid
the dust of the great traveller in West
minister Abbey
