good of the city, For years he was a
member of No. 5 volunteer fire com-
pany and always took a great inter-
est in the affairs of the fire depart-
ment. After the great fire of 1877 he
became one of the directors of the
reliaf and aid society and accomplish-
ed much good by dispensing the con-
tributions to the afflicted. He was act-
ing treasurer for the society at the
time of his death.

In his capacity as vestryman in St.
John's (Stone) church, Mr. Everett
was foremost in all charitable move-
ments and would have held the office
until his death, if he had not declin-
ed to be re-elected. It was largely
owing to his retiring disposition that
he chose to allow his good works to
remain unknown and many poor fa-
milies have reason to remember his
unheralded generosity.

Masonic.
Mr. Everett’s connection with the

Masonic order dates back to a very
early period in the history of St. John

lodges. He united with Albion lodge
No. 1 soon after it' was formed and
only four members survive who be-

came members of the lodge previous
to his initiation. About the time that
the grand lodge was formed in 1867,
he was elected master of Albion lodge.
In 1805 he was elected grand treasur-
er and for nine years filled this im-
portant office with much distinction.
It was largely oWing to his energy
| and foresight that the grand lodge was
| able to clear off the debt which was
| standing against the order. In 1904 Mr.
Everett was elected to the grand mas-
tership and was twice re-elected hold-
ing the office until 1907,

Mr. Everett was also a 33rd degree
Mason and a prominent member of
the Royal Order of Scotland and Lux-
or Temple of the Mystic Shriners. He
was also elected & member of the sup-
reme council of the Ancient and Ac-
cepted Order of the Scottish Rite
which met in Toronto and had been
through the chalrs of the three subor-
dinate orders of the A. and A. He was
president of the New Brunswick Ma-
sonic Hall Company.

The funeral will be held Tuesday
afternoon under the auspices of the
Masons and all members of the craft
are expected to attend. The store and
office of (. and B. Everett, Limited,
will remain closed until after the
funeral.

Police of Rhode Island Baffled
by Remarkable Series of
Deaths by Poisoning---Like
Symptons in Each Case.

Westerly, R. I, April 9.—Six deaths
within the last four days all appar-
ently from poisoning as a result of
whiskey drinking, are to be investiga-
ted by the authorﬂies' Following the
sudden death last Thirsday of Henry
Larrow and Charles R. Hood, Lar-
row’s son in law, it was discovered
that two women had died under simi-
lar circumstances within a day or two
and today two more deaths ascribed
to the same cause occurred. William
D. Perrin, of Ashaway, four miles
from here succumbed this afternoon to
an illness which began last night af-
ter he had taken some whiskey, and
at nine-thirty tonight Edward Doher-
ty of this city, was added to the death
list. Doherty was said to have pur-
chased some liquor in Westerly for
a cold. He took some of it last night
and soon after became violently ill.
Vomiting symptoms were followed by
unconsciousness which continued un-
til his death tonight.

Not Wood Alcohel.

Physicians say that the same symp-
toms have been noticéd in each of the
cases reported. While the exact na-
ture of the poison is unknown, phy-
siclans declare that it was probably
not wood alcohol. The source from
which the whiskey was obtained has
been investigated in each of the ca-
ses but the authoritiés were not ready
to say tonight whether it was all pur-
chased in one place,

The death of Mrs. Ellen Doherty,
which oceurred suddenly last Tuesday
was at first ascribed to heart disease,
as was also that of another woman
who died on Thursday. Both women
are sald to have taken whiskey as a
medicine and the authorities now sus-
pect that their dedths were due to
poisoning. These deaths as well as
those of the four men will be investi-
gated, and the contents of the stom-
achs analyzed.

Daniel Conlin, a sen in law of Henry
Larrow, one of the poisoned victims,
was placed under arvest tonight after
he had attempted to shoot Deputy
Sheriff William 1. Casey. Conlin, who
has been separated from his wife,
went to the Larrow house tonight and
when he began to create a disturb-
ance, the deputy sheriff was called to
eject him. When the sheriff appeared
Conlin is alleged to have pulled a 32
calibre revolver in an attempt to shoot
the officer. The revolver missed fire
however, and although all the other
chambers were loaded, the sheriff man-
aged to get the man in irons before
he could use the weapon again. He
was locked up at the police station.

“The Grand Prosperity Ratification
Parade” on Saturday in this city.
Early in the morning the delegates
will be transported from Manhattan
Beach in steamboats to the Battery,
where they will form, Joining dele
gates arriving by special trains from
every state in the Union.
