Frederick Campbell, the London journ-
alist, before a meeting of the Canadi-
an Club, last evening.

The presidént, Gecrge A. Hender-
son, presided, and there was a large
attendance,

In opening Mr. Campbell pointed out
Lthe effects of the China-Japanese war
and the action of the European nations
in establishing spheres of influence
in the Celestlal Kingdom, upon the
Chinése people, the glant who had
slumbered for uges, and showed how
these events had awskened China, and
directed its attention upon the need"
of adopting western meéthods.

It, he sald, the oldest, most central-

ized and tenaclous government in the|

world organized one half of its popu-
lation on the German lines, it would
have an army cutnumbeéring by 2 to
1, all the other standing armies in the
world. ~What this may mean can
scarcely be imagined.

In China the military caste has al-
ways Dbeen held in contempt. Even
now when they were trying to organ-
ize the army on the Buropean llua'
the uniform had no such prestige as it
has among the western people.

But China was changing. And the
Chinaman is always thorough in all he
undertakes. Already China has a well
organized army of 2,000,000 men—men
who know nothing of fear.

The rate at which China was awak-
ening was alarming. Western methods
were being adopted in other things
besides its military affairs, China has
awakened more in flve years than
Japan in 18 years. It has a more de-
finite mission than Japan. The most
serioug fealure of this awakening is
its materialistic charncter. China has
recently produced an epoch making
book--an attack -upon Christianity.
This book sums up the Oriental atti-
tude to Christianity in the query:
“Do you beMeve that the sun re.
volves around the earth because your
foretathers said so?”

The Chinese were cynical of the
characteristics made manifest by the
action of Germany in demanding a
vast tract of country as a punishment
for the murder of two missionaries;
the result not of any innate crueity
of the Chinese character, but cf the
excitement of a mob.

The speaker remarked that a
Japanese commission had visited
Europe with the object of finding out
the effects of Christianity. They
found around the churches which
preached brotherhood, multitudes in
poverty and misery; and they went
back and reported that' Christianity
was not the faith they wanted to ele-
vate the Japanese people.

Continuing, be sald that India was
the key to the East. The downfall of

of the C {rl-uu chumhu !h-
dia was & continent as big as Europe,

populated by races homlouly distinet
in physical charact@ristics and temper
aments. By only two things were thege
diverse races bound together, the in-
stitution of caste and the degradation
of women, Caste was the problem that
cauged the degradation of women, and
most other problems of India. It arose
out of the doctrine of Brahm which
was apparently a poetical version of
the Aryan invasion, The Brahmin
caste was paramount. Then came the
warrior caste, the merchant caste, and
the servant caste, including a vast
number of sub-castes—4,800 or more,
The power of caste was terrible; the
western mind could not understand
this powers of obedience—~men would
sooner die than take food from a
poliuting hand,

Although the speaker expressed the
opinfon that the missionaries could
not do much good in China and Ja-
pan, he gald the tacties of the mission-
ary in India in trylng to destroy, the
power of caste by working from the
bottom was sound. At the top was the
Brahmin, an impregnable fortress of
conceit, arrogance and pride,

“If T were dictator,” he continued, “I
think I would bar the white woman
out of India. To the native a woman
is less than dirt beneath his feet.
Think of the effect of the spectacle of
the white women demanding and re-
ceiving the homage of men upon the
native mind. Half the resentment in
the native mind is roused by the white
women, whose arrogance to the ser-
vants causes them deep humiliation.”

Continuing, the speaker sald the
British government had made a blun-
der in educating the natives for cleri-
cal occupations, If it had tried to give
them a technical education, the re-
sults might have .been different. But
the Indian colleges had been turning
out young men faster than the govern-
ment could provide them offices, and
while those who received offices used
them to extort money from the less
fortunate, those who were unable to
secure positions had a grievance.

Two per cent. of the people educat-
ed to western ideas were responsible
for the agitation—these men ran the
native papers, and create the impres-
sion that India was on the verge of
mutiny. But there was little probabil-
ity of another mutiny, the Mohamme-
dan soldiers were loyal; the agitators
could not gecure arms, and unity of
purpose was hardly possible ameng
them. Then the great mass of the peo-
ple, the ryots of the paddy fields, were
sunk in deep ignorance-—many of them
had never heard of Queen Victoria.

Mr. Campbell concluded with an
eloquent description of the fascina-
tions and wonders of the east.
