Chatham, June 15-—Henry Dumont,
aged 45 years, a teamster employed
by W. J. Groat, met death in ome of
its most horrible forms early yester-
day afternoon, Caught 'in the shafting
of a mill, he was hurled round and
round until reduced to & mere batter-
ed mass of humanity with legs and
feet literally torn off from his body
and portions of his anatomy flung the
width of the building. The accident
took place in the portion of the mill
where the cars receive their loads of
edgings and siabs. Dumont had driv-
en in and the wood let down in the
cart. Some spilled over the front and
the side. He was stopping down pick-
ing. up these slabs when the end of
his jumper jacket caught in the shaft-
fng close at hand. No one saw the
start of the accident, but in a second
the unfortunate man was pulled off
his feet and as he struck for the first
time against the platform above, a
great “Oh” burst from his lips.

The two men nearest him, Charlié
Martin and Ernest Dick, heard the
terrible half groan, half cry and when
they saw what had happened they ran
to the engine room and had the ma-
chinery stopped,

The shaft makes about 150 revolu-
tions per minute, but befére the mill
could be stopped the man' had been
flung around & hundred times, his
1imbs outstretched strlklnx against the
r‘vﬂlul

the first few turns, but tht

power of the machinery had torn his
feet ‘clear of his body and left the
skin hanging in shreds,

As quickly as possible the remains
were taken down and carefully cov-
ered by a cloth. Dr. Byrne and Cor-
oner Benson were soon on the spot and
after all investigations declgred death
was accldental and thére was no need
of an ingquest.

The coroner however suggested that
some coverlg should be placed over
the shafting at the place where the
teams are loaded as the space is
narrow and the same accident might
occur again any time, The mill was
closed for the afternoon. Manage:
Morris said this was the first accldent
in twenty years occuring in the mill

The deceased is a native of France
and came here from St. Plerre, Miq.
He had been working for Mr, Groat
for two years. He is surviVed by his
wife, who heard of the terrible news
at their home In King street,

Chihuahua, Mex., June 15 —Reformg
immediately affecting millions of dol«
lars worth of foreign property in Mexs
ico were announced tonight, Goy«
ernor Gonzales declared that undef
the new reglme foreign concessions
which might be regarded as monope-
lies would not be extended or remew-
ed and that every legal effort would
be made to restriet foreign monopo-
lies now existing in Chibhuahua, one
of the richest states In minerals and
timber. The properties are largely
controlled by American, British and
German interests, The Americans
are the largest holders. “All foreign-
ers who grieved at the downfall of
the Diaz administration will find that
their grief was well founded,” sald
Governor Gonzales. “We do not ine
ténd to take away the riches of any,
foreigner who legally holds them, but
we realize that under the Diaz system
the granting of concessions with their
ruinous payments of large sums of
money to Mexican politicians, was a
virtual selling out of Mexico. *“For
years Mexico has been exploited by
foreigners until the great body of the
people have nothing. We were on the
verge of a nation of paupers. Now
all special privileges shall cease. If
we can accomplish it, we hope to
maintain the friendliest relations with
all nations, and we shall fnvite all
foreign capital to come in, but there
will be mo more selling out of the
country by piece-meal. We will fn.
