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THE AMERICANS WILL BE UR-
ABLE TO SUBDUE THE
FILIPINOS

Unless the Army is Increased in
Sizo—Many of the Skirmishes
Which Have Cost Lives Would
Not Have Taken Place Had the
Forces Been More Numerous.

Mawtia, May 26, 7.40 p. m,—The
events of the past week have emphas-
ized the need of & much lairger army
here, without which, according to the
best suthorities in Manila, it wouli be
attempting the impessitdy to expect to
establish American supremacy in the
Philippine island. The inadaquacy of
American forces is said to be respon-
sible for the large total loss in the num-
ber of small encounters, without ma-
ferial recults a8 & compensation. Most
of the fighting has been in territory
which the Americsns had swept but
have been compelled to abandon be-
eause they could mof spare
droops to hold it, The forces
commsanded by Generals MacArthurand
Lawton hold two important lines of com-
maunication and eommerce, the
to San Fernando and the Rio Grande
River, but much of the country they
have swept, uding scores of the
smaller towne and some of the larger
ones have been left uncovered, simply
for want of men fto hol) them, and
the insurgents have returned and
are omp!in‘ the towns the Ameri-
oans aban: , and are camping in the
jungles and woods outside others, on the
watch for chances to harrass the garri-
son and attack scouting parties or de-
tached com es with greater forces.
This is the kind of waifare they prefer
$o regulsr battler. The insurgen: gen-
orals take the loss of arms more to heart
than they do the loss of men.

Maprp, May 26—The mipister of
war, Genersi Polavieja. has received a
despatch announcing the evacuation of
Zamboangs, it1and of Mindanso by the
Spanish garrison. The despatch further
#aid that as the Spaniards had declined
to assent to the F.1 pinos demands that
the arms and ammunition should be
surrendered with the city, fighting er-
sued, the Soaniards suflering some loss.
The despatch adds that the natives con-
tinue bitterly opposed to the idea of
American annexation, and that the con-
quest of Mindanao will prove to be a
fough tesk.

The investigating committee appoint-
ed at Monday’s putlic meeting to In-
quire into the number of pecple burnt
oat by the Indiantown fire, and the con-
ditin of the cases, etc.,, met Wedeanday
afternoon in Union hall, Main street.
Hins worship Mayor Sears presided and
those present were Rev D Long, Rev
George Steel, Rev R P McKim,RevJ A
Gordon, Rev J M Davenport, RevJ CB
Appe'y Aliermen McGoldrick, Christie,
Keast and Millidge. .

The clergymen with the aid of com-
mittees from theiz churchee had been
earnestly at work since the public meet-
ing and the result of their investigations
was found in valuable lists, giving the
nemes of the people burned out who
were in need of immediate help and in
what condition each household was.
The information was not complete in a'l
osges and wiil ba supplemented at once
by the additional neceesa:y facts.

A foll list will be made up by the
secretary from the information far-
nished and therein the names will be
alphabetically arranged, together with
notes of esch case.

Rev. D. Long, of Victoria street Free
Baptist church, reported 44 families
burnt out and needy. These howsebol ia
represented about 150 or 16) persene,.
In 81 ozpen there was no inserance. The
other 11 wereinsured. There wereothers
of the congregation burnt out but who
are not needy.

Rev. Gsorge Steel, pastor of Portlend
Methodist church, reported that 14 fam-
ilies of his congregation had been effsct-
ed. Of these 12 were burnt out. The
pumber of persons in the families was
64. Fouror five of the families wounld
need help. The others do not mneed i,
Sime have been assisted from the coun-
oil fund and some by the ladies,

Rev. J. M. Davenport, Mission Church
of 8t, John the Baptist, said three fam-
ilies of the congregation were burnt out.
They were poor people. They ha< been
aseisted by the chur:ch. More would be
necessary as the fands came in.

O! the families of 8t Luke’s church
congregation, Rev, Mr, sicKim reported
that 456 had been burnt ont.
Hé knew of some of these cases where
no application would be mede, the peo
ple saying there were others more needy
than they.

Rev. J. C. B. Appel, of the Main Street
Christian church, reported that five
fam:1.es of 22 persons have been burnt
out, One of these wae partially insared.
He!p had been given from the cburch.

Dov. J. A, Gordon eaid, for the Main
Stre+t Baptist church congregation, that
72 of the families had becn burnt out
sud peeded help, These measnt 246
persons. Bixteen of the1é families were
insured and 66 uninsured. The church
had assisted their needy from theirown
funde. This list did 2ot tell a1l who
were burnt out by the flre, for there
were others who did not need aessistance.

THR PRACE CONFEREACE.

A NEW PLAN FOR ARBITRA-
TION SUBMITTED BY
AMERICANS.

It Makes Full Provisious For Trib
unals of Arbitration and a Per-
manent Seat — Arbitration to Be
Continued After War Has Broken
Out.

Tuars Hacuzm, May 31—Both sections of
the disarmament committee met today
and, as wag anticipated, failed to agree
with regard to the qaestlons of new ic-
ventions in armaments.

The drafting committee of the arbitrz-
tion committee made some advance this
afterncon. The American delegates
submiited their scheme relating to an
arbitration tribunal. The plan differs
from the British propossl. It provides
that each coantry shall appoint a single
arbitrator, to be e¢lacted by the Bupreme
courts of the signatory powere. The
tribunsl shel! have a permanent central
seat, and be composed of at laast three
jadges, who shall not be natives or resi-
dents of couotries belonging to the pow-
ers in disaccord. ;

The general expenses shall be shared
proportionately. In the event of new
facts arising within three months of a
decision, the same tribunal sh.1' have
power to try sgain the questions in . ige
pute. Recourse to the tribuaal shell be
options] for the signatory powere. The
tribunal shell not take cognizance of
any dispute until assured that the par-
ties concerned will accept its decision.

The conven ion shail come into force
and the tribunel be estanlished when
nine powers, eight of whom ghe'l be
European or American and four of whom
shall be signatories of the declaration
of Paris, 1856, ehell have adhered to the
convention. Apart from the above pro-
ject the Americans proposed a special
scheme of mediation, providing that, in
the event of a difference arising between
two powers, each shall cghoose another
power to act as its second. The puwers
thus selected shall do all they can to
reconcils the opponente. These second-
ing powere shall, even when war has
broken out, continue their efforts with &
v‘iglw of ending hoa.ilities as soon as poz-
sible.
