Yesterday morning, accompanied by his
little \niece, a girl about twelve years of
age, he went on board the ferry steamer
at Indiantown and eat down on the bench
at the stern of the steamer, He was
leaning over the rail and reached so far
over that the girl became alarmed. He
then is reported to have said that he was
going to jump and the little girl cried out !
in alarm. Another passenger quieted her, |
saying that her uncle was only joking
but she ran across to catch hold of Con-
nell. “She tripped on a chain and fell and
before. she had regained her feet Connell
had gone over the rail.
_ Capt. .Hal, Maybee had the steamer
rounded to. and he let out a rope for
Connell to grasp, and a pole was also
pushed out to the drowning man. Mr.
Coegrove organized a party and spent the
afternoon in searching but without result
The tragedy came as a great shock to Mrs.
Cosgrove, who is prostrated.
