Besides education, the band is
actively involved in the cultural
fabric of the province. Some
members of the band belong 1o the
Atlantic Symphony Orchesira, do
musical productions, give benefit
performances, and provide in-
struction 10 the Youth Orchestra,
reference 10 UNB, the band plays
al encacnias and convocations.

She feels thal il was a
hasty decision to cut the band and
tha! more consideration should be
given 10 the oldes! regimental band
in Canada. Out of a total budge! of
2.75 billion dollars the band is
alloted 2.5 million dollars and since
the displaced members would still
he employed in the Armed Forces
doing jobs they are less adequately
trained for there is no real savings.

Dilworth said Fredericton owes
something 10 the band, its populace
should 1ake some sort of action. So
far several prominen! citizens
have 1aken action. Dr. Dan Hurley
of the School Board has writlen a
strong letter of profes! 10 Ottawa
and Mayor Wilkins has spoken ou!.
As of Tuesday Mrs. Dilworth's
work has procured 2000 names and
many more are expected.

The petition has thus far been a
“one man show” with Dilworth
relying on riends and volunfeers.
On campus there are pelitions in
the Bookstore, the Faculty Club,
the Law school, and the Biology
Dep!. She would like to have
volunteers 1o circulate the petition
withing the residences, possibly
this weekend.
