On September 27, the 
International and Settlement 
Department of the Fredericton 
YM-YWCA will open “Cultures" 
-- an alternative trade gift 
boutique. The store will offer a 
wide selection of unique gift 
items from throughout the Third 
World.

As a participant in the world­
wide “alternative trade” 
movement, “Cultures” provide 
Third World artisans a means of 
selling their products in Canada. 
The artisans are equal partners 
who set their own prices at what 
they feel is a fair exchange for 
their labour within the context of 
their economies.

These suppliers are generally 
collectives or other groups (or 
their representatives in Canada) 
which are organized to insure that 
artisans benefit directly and fairly 
from their work. Their Canadian 
representatives may be other 
YMCAs, YWCAs, or the 
Mennonite Central Committee.

The idea for the boutique 
originated when the International 
Committee of the “Y” was 
looking for a stable and effective 
means of raising funds for their 
overseas projects. Like other 
charitable organizations, they 
were finding it increasingly 
difficult to generate the funds 
they needed to accomplish their 
work. The craft boutique will be 
able to help them in two ways: It 
provides their overseas partners 
in the Third World a direct 
source of income through craft 
production, and the revenue 
raised by the store will be 
returned to the International 
Program to support its projects
