Mr. Berton said he treated the
Institute of Trivial Affairs, — the
first Berton show, a satirical trea-
ment of Canadian news events —
with an underlying tone of serious-
ness.

Newspaper Finances

First session of the conference
consisted of an analysis of the fin-
ancial positions of the member
papers as well as a discussion of
relations of the various members
with the administration. It was
found that on the whole, relations
with the adminisration ranged
from complete autonomy (Mt. A.)
to a position where one wrong step
would mean loss of editor.

As far as finances are concerned
none of the member papers, it
was found, is able to break even
without some means of financial
pssistance. These include grants
on a budgetary basis; a per-
centage cut of the Student Council
Budget and a per capita levy on
all students.

National Problems

At the second seminar regional
problems were pushed aside and
relations with the national office
were discussed. Sid Black chaired
the meeting and ways in which the
flow of news could be increased
and speeded up were brought
forth. Possible ways in which trav-
elling expenses of the Maritimes
delegates to the National Confer-
ence in Vancouver this Christmas
were also mentioned.

Exchange of Features

The only resolution to be brought
up was one proposed by Mt. A.
that there be an exchange of feat-
ures material among the Maritime
papers, The motion was seconded
by Dalhousie. The main advantage
to this idea was seen in such cases
as if U.N.B. wished to do a story
on Dal Law School and the Gaz-
zete wished to run a feature on
U.N.B.'s Faculty of Forestry;
there, an exchange would be pos-
sible. Similarily several provincial
members were interested in cov-
ering the Neptune Theatre and re-
quested some information on this
matter from the Gazette. The res-
cluion was passed unanimously.

This year's National Conference
will be in Vancouver, B.C. All of
the maritime papers will be send-
ing at least two delegates. The
conference will be held over the
Christmas Break.

The Commenwealth Scholarship
and Fellowship Plan, now in its
fourth year, was brought into be-
ing by the first Commonwealth
Education Conference held at Ox-
ford.

Commonwealth Scholarships are
intended to provide opportunities
for study overseas to young grad-
uates of high intellectual promise
who may be expected to make
a significant contribution to life
in their own countries on their re-
turn. The awards, which are made

available by wuateral agreement
between Commonwealth countries
are normally tenable for two years
postgraduate study at universities
or institutions of higher learning
in the award countrizs. Awards
for undergraduate study of a par-
ticular subject are available in the
country of a candidat>’s perman-
ent home. Commonwealth Visiting
Fellowships, which have beea in-
stituted by a few Commonwealth
countries, are normally intended
for senior scholars of estanushed
reputation and achievement.
