The opening of
the million-dollar bridge, nearing compietion as
these lines are written, which spans the Fraser
at the centre of the City; the improvement of
the channel already referred to, and the estab-
lishment of new manufacturing concerns, al-
ready arrar~ed for, must speedily bring about
a great expansion of the trade of the port.
