Connecting Links—The last Lesson
(Matt. 22; 15-22) dealt with the question
of the Pharisees and Herodians about tribute.
This was followed by the Sadducees’ question
about the resurrection, vs. 18-27; Matt.
22:23-33; Luke 20:27-40. Then comes
the Lesson for to-day.

I. The Two Commandments, 28-34.

V. 28. One of the scribes; those whose

business it was to explain and apply the law

of Moses. Matthew tells us (Matt. 22 : 34,
35) that he was a Pharisee and that his pur-
pose was to test the skill of Jesus. Heard . .
questioning together (Rev. Ver.); that is,
Jesus and the Sadducees, vs. 18-27. Answered
them well. Jesus had put the Sadducees to
silence, Matt. 22 :34. What commandment
(Rev. Ver.) ; literally, “What kind of com-
mandment.” There were two kinds of laws
amongst the Jews—first, those which related
to sch matters as circumcision, Sabbath-
keeping and the like, and secondly,
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
