HOW ITOCCURRED.

It was about 5 o'clock in the afternoon
when the ill-fated Victoria reached Spring-
bank on her last trip.
lower decks were crowded, and a large num-
ber of the pleasure seckers remained on
board to return on the same boat.
usually the case at that hour, an immense
crowd was waiting at the wharf for the
arrival of the steamer. Every one was
anxious to secure a place, and in a few
moments every portion of standing or sit-
ting room was fully occupied.  The num-
ber on board is variously estimated at
from 600 to 800, probably mearex
the latter—a number altogether out of pro
portion to the capacity of the boat. Three
hundred would have made a good load, and,
at the outside. more than four hundred
should not have been allowed on. The
hoat was too frail for any such ridiculously
large burden, But
NO SPECIAL EFFORT WAS MADE
to prevent any one or as many as Liked from
getting aboard.  The Victoria started fo
the city. All the licht-heartedness and
jollity incident toholiday excursious was ap
parent, and who dreamed of the fearful
oceurrence so soon to transpire? Among
those on the boat was a reporter from the
ADVERTISER Office, the only reporter, it
may be mentioned, who was present from
the commencement of the disaster.
