Experience of an Editor.

An American Confrere records :—Edi-
torial writing is pleasant enough, and easy
encugh, to a man accustomed to it—when
he has once determined what ke shall write
about. But this selection of topics is no
easy. For a single paper or two any man
will find saubjects at hand; but when it
comes to writing for the same readers year
‘in and year out ; when one calls up the sub-
jects already presented, some briefly, others
more elaborately, either by himself, or by
correspondents, the difficulty of selecting so
as to avoid self-repetition is quite embar-
raseing. ~ As to waiting till something sug-
gests itself—till it comes to yew, that is out of
the question. The respectable bat ill-nam-
ed boy isat your door already. He is calling
for copy. You musi sit down and write at
once. What, if half a dozen persons in the
office are earnestly discussing church or
state polities? What, if you are interrup-
ted every moment or two by some irrelavent
interrogatory urged, with singular indica-
tion of oblivioness to what you are about !
You must hold on to the thread of an idea.
if you happen to have one, and still do the
agreeable (o your friend ; you must write
wuth appearsnce of understanding what you
are sayiong,” whether in reality you know
what you are about or not; you must feel
your way through, like a man walking in a
narrow pass on a dark night—and having
reached the end of your sheet, you may take
a long breath, and turn away in search afier
some other subject. And there is no end
to this, for as you have succeeded in ar-
ranging for one number. the burden of an-
other is upon you, from the first week in
January until the last in December.

But the writing of editorials is a small
part io comparison with the aggregate of
other duties. - Here is an article well-
meant, and full of sensible ideas. But it
is badly written, perhaps badly spelled, per-
haps poorly put together. You must go
over it. You must dash out an unneces-
sary word here, and put in an omitted word
yonder. You must be grammarisn for the
writer, who either bas never learned gram-
mar, or has permitted himsell 1o write with-
out revision. You must in short, prepare
his irregular composition for the press, and
where you cannot make out precisely what
he iutended to write, guess at it, and let
your readers have the beaefit of your guessing.

To read a newspaper for pastime is a
very inviting employment. But here are
twenty received by a morning's mail. You
take scissors in hand and glance over them.
What 2 treat these would be to some peo-
ple; people who have ieisure to read them
through. But your work is to scisserize,
You are looking for scraps. Here is one ;
but it was 10 your own paper. Here is an-
other; but it is 100 sectarian, Here is a
third ; but it is one of last year's ereation
that has lodged awhile on the shore of for-
getfulness, and is now swept again upon
the tide of news, to float umtil it can find
another stranding place. Afier an hour or
two of search you gather up tne r1esult. [t
it is your column of clippings from the ex-
changes! What a search for so meagre a
reward ! '

Well, bave you done 1 See, there is a
roll of proofs.  The type is set, and the
foreman wishes 1o make up the form. Here
is a letter upside down—there is a word
you never saw before—here is a sentence
without meaning. What are you to do?
Look at enery letter—read every line—
mark every intended correction—and send
it back to be printed after your alterations
shall have been made. You must do this
atonce. You must not take half a day for
it. Drop every thing you have before you,
and read your proofs. The press will be
wailing for you, and anless you are in time
your place will be taken by another, and
yoar issue delayed. Presses work by steam
now, and editors must not be bebind time.

quisition. From the Apennines, and from
all the nearer branches and ramifications
of those mountsins, snow, during the sum-
mer months, is constanily being brought
into the city by land and sea, always, how-
ever, by sea when practicable, as by that
mode of conveyance, it is kept cleaner, loses
less by meliing, and costs less for carrisge.
Hundreds of men and bogs are employsd
exclusively on this business.

_ A mountaio that contributes very mate-
rially to the supply of the capital, is Moate
Saot’ Angelo, the loftiest poiot of fhe bold
promontory that separates the Bsy of Na-
ples from the Bay of Salerno. This moun-
tain, which towers majestically bebind the
town and seaport of Castellamare, nesr the
end of the Neapolitan Bay, is only about
twelve miles ([rom Naples itsell. Oa ac-
count of the stitlrt distance and the advan-
tage of an easy water-carriage, the snow is
there harvested with great indusiry and
care, and Monte Sant’ Angelo 1s well
provided with such caves and chasms as
we have described. Some of these con-
tain singly an immense heap of snow,
but prodigious as the quantity may be, it
rapidly disappears before the labours of the
workmen, who, with, iron spiked poles and
shovels, dig into it, and break it up much
after the fashion of men_working in salt
mines. These labours, for a very obvious
reason, when, in tLe day time, Fahrenheit's
thermometer often marks 90 or 100 degrees
in the sun, are pearly all performed during
the cool of the evening and night. Long
strings of mules, each like a little cavaran,
ascend the mountain 1o the snow caves
Therc they are loaded with ihe snow broken
intolarge lumps and secured from the ex-
ternal atmosphere as well as may be, and
then wiily all the speed that can be man-
aged with heavy burdens and on steep, pre-
cipitous, and in parts, very daugerous roads,
they descend by Quissiana to Castlemare
and the wharves, where large, roomy boats
are in readiness 1o receive their loads. As
soon as the very perishable cargo of one of
these boats is completed, and covered over
with straw, dry leaves and tarpaulin, it
pushes off direct for Naples. The time of
their departure is from eleven to twelve
c’clock at night to one two or in the morn-
ing. They are furnished with a mast
and sails, which may be useful 1o them on
umr' retarn ; but as there is seldom a breath
of wind on a'summer’s night in this bay
they are of litle use in going to Naples, and
the sailors are obliged 1o pull the boats with
oars and long” sweeps. This labour, from
the clumsy, bad construction of the vesse'ls
and the dead weight thrown into them, is
excessively severe, particularly when they
are delayed 1o starting, and threatened with
the heat of the rising sun before they can
reach the port of Naples Fire ought to
be brought to the aid of snow. A small
steam-boat might tow over a line of these
vessels without any uncertainty as to time,
During the summer nights, at the town of
Castlemare, the trampling of the mules
from the mountain, the cries and songs of
the muleteers, and putting off of the snow
boats, and 1he shouts of the mariners, the
toll of whose heavy oars are heard far across
the bay, are scarceiy ever interrupted for five
mioutes at a time. When the snow-boats
arrive in the port of Naples, they are quick-
ly unloaded by a number of facchini, or
porters regularly appointed to that service.
These fellows, who are very active and very
strong, though their principal food is bread,
olives, garlic, and other vegetables, with
oow and then a good dish of maccaron:,
run]with their loads of show lgom the water-
side 10 a large, cool building erected on
purpose to receive it, Tbis building which
1s called ** La Dogana della Neve,” or the
*“Saow Custom Houde,” is situated a litile
in the rear of the port, at the distance of a
few hundred yards from the great Neapoli-
tan cusiom-house. To this general depo:
the retail dealers come to furnish themeelves
from all parts of the vast town ; and there 18
scarcely a sireet in Naples, bowever miser-
able and remote it may be, but has its snow
shop. By an old law of 1he country, these
shops are never allowed to be shut up dur-
ing the hot weather, either by night or by
day ; or, it the gv/nezr closes the door or ab-
seats himsell, he must leave some one in the
shop ready to serve, should snow be called
or.

A Russian Serf,

Some years ago, a Russian nobleman was
travelling on special business in the interior
of Russia. It was the beginning of Wianter,
but the frost had setin early. His carriage
rolled up to an inn, and he demanded a re-
lay of horses to carry him on to the next sta-
iton, where he intended to spend the nigh.
The innkeeper entreated him not 10 pro-
ceed; for he said there was danger in trav-
elling so late, the wolves were out.

At length the little girl
said, *“ What was that strangs howling
sound that I just heard 7’ *‘O wothing but
the wind sighing thro’ the forest trees,” re-
plied the father. The child shut her eyes,

think.” The father listened ; aud far away
in the distance .behind him, thraugh the
clear, frosty air, he heard a noise which he
knew too well the meaning of.
He then put down the window, and spoke
to his servant; “the wolves ] fear, are after
ns: make baste. Tell the man to drive
faster, and get your pisiols ready.” The
postillion drove faster.  But the same
mournful sound which the child heard, ap-
proached nearer and nearer, It was clear
that a pack of wolves had scented them out.

Lord Napier,

THE NEW MINISTER TO WASHINGTON.

His lordship’s full and correct designa-
tion is, * Francis Napier, Baron Napier of
Merchistown, in the Peerage of Scotland,
and a Baronet of Nova Scotia.” He is the
tentb lord in the line of the barons of Mer-
chisrown, that title having been created in
1627; but his nobility as a Baron Napier
dates from a vastly more remote antiquity.
his ancestors having been among the Scot-
tish Barons who swore fealiy to Edward 1.,
n 1206. In the peerage of the United
Kingdom we have, indeed, many families
whose patents of noubility are of still more
ancient date, and indicate a higher social
rank than that of the Barons Napier, and
we have others, the personal characteristics
and achievements of whose members give
them, perhaps equal claim oo our regard
with those possessed by the Napiers; but it
1s no exaggeration to assert \hat we have
not one which presents, through so many
generations, an equally siniking combina-
uon of nature’s own nobility, and that con-
ferred by the crown. The Napiers bear
two mottoes, the first of which, * Ready, ay
ready,” 18 only a very modest indication of
their forwardness and prowess, whenever,
during a period of six hundred years, their
country has required their services in the
tented field ; while the second, “ Sans tache”
‘* without stain,”) 1s the just and true as-
sertion of the honor, alike in public and pri-
vate life, which they have ever preserved as
bright and untarnished as their swords. Nor
have their achievements been those of war
alone. Without stopping to skeich the fa-
mily bistory, I may observe that the Napiers
of today aré, in all the high qualities of min®,
worthy descendents of the Baron John Na-
pier, to whom we are indebted, among oth-
er valuable discoveries sud inventions, for
that of logarithms, about the close of the
sixteenth <entury, Sir Charles James Na-.
pier, whose death we mourned so lately,
snd to whose military genivs and prowess
we are probably indebted for the safety ol
our lodian empire, was equally great with
his pen as with his sword. General Sir
William Francis Pawrick Napier, better
known as Sir William, has almost as many
scars and medals as he has yeais, and his
glotious ** History of the Peninsular War,”
will be a classic so long as the English
tongue shall be spoken. Sir George ‘I'ho-
wnas Napier has proved himself equally great
as a civil governor and admnistrator at the
Cape of Good Hope as he (had previously
shown himself as a miliary eommander.
Sir Charles, the admiral, has, daring the
last two years, sustained the dignity of his
iliustrious name less worthily than could be
wished; but the many eminent services
he bas rendered to his country through a
long life, and the blood he has shed for her
on land and sea, will be gratefuliy remem-
bered long after his recent “ indiscretions”
shall bave been forgotten, and even now
those who mourn over the failings of his la-
rer years have the consolation of knowing
that bis hunor has never been impeached.

Collision on_ RE?oEEs Rendered
Harmless.

A Polish emigrant, from Warsaw, a
watchmaker by profession, now residing i
Washing'on, John Kulinski, says the Nation-
al Intelugencer, obtained lately, the 9th of
September, a patent for an invention, which
as far as may be judged from the inspection
ot the model and explanations furnished by
a competent judge io such maiters, bids fair
1o strike at the very root of the frightful dis-
asters now so {requent on Railroads.

The invention consisis in connecting to
the front and rear of railroad trains a series
of shields, in such way that in case of col-
lision the momentum imparted to the first
shield passes snccessively from oneshield t.
ihe other in an amount of time sufficiently
long for the said mowentum to be spent be-
fore 1t reaches the train itself.

The leading feature in the arrangement
of these shields is the interposition between
them of resistances ol two distinet charac-
ters, namely, rigid and yielding, so combin-
ed with a series of locks and slides in each
of 1he shields that, while out of collision, all
the shields are thereby kept at certaindis-
tances from each other ; and ihe collision
having taken place, the momenium imparted
to the first shield is caused to unlock the
rigid resisience, and theu to overcome the
yielding resistances interposed beiween the
shields successively and aliernately one
after the other ; and thus to be spent gradu-
ally on the harmless operation of throwing
the shields together before it reaches the
train.  As the yielding resistances are kept
as it were, latent in the apparatus, and come
into play only successively and in disiinct
divisions of time at the rate, as one bar after
another forming the rigid resistance is un-
locked, and the yielding resistances permi-
ted theieby to oppose their elasiicity, to
break the momentum of the shock, the most
tremendaous shock, which otherwise would
crush a train to atoms, or throw i1t off the
track, cannot only be met by a comparative-
ly smaller resistance, but as a considerable
time must be spent in the progress of the
shuck from one shield to another, and as the
resistance of the springs coming into play
increases in the inverse ratio as the momen-
tum of the shock is spent on its progress, no
throwing off of the track can be apprehend-
ed; and efficiency is given to break the
most extraordinary momentum by means
cowparatively insiguificant.

_This apparatus wouid seem to make all
kinds of bumpers, cow-catchers, and the like
superfluons, and 10 admit of an easy and
effective combination with the usval car-
brakes, steam-escapes, and gleciric alarm
spparatus; 80 1hat it would appesr that
even under circumsiances otherwise the
most disastrous, hife and property would be
exempt from danger.
