ROMAN CATHOLIO
- AN ORDER SUPPRESSED: -

2%a New. Fredman ds authority for
the'_stq.tement that the Pope has issued
a decree suppreéssing the order known
as “The Attorneys of Salnt Peter.” It
was foundeqd in 1878, and Wﬂs'compos-
ed of leading Catholic lawyers in dif-
ferent places with branéhes in the
Breat capitals. It .was intended that ad-
mission to the order should be resgrict-
ed to those members of the logal pro-
fession, and personagds pogsessed. of
legal training, who hagd given adequate
proofs of their unselfish devotion to the
interests of the :Church, espe-iallyiin
legal matters, and the prineipal insig-
nia of the order was -a medallion showe
ingla violet cross on a white enameled
ground. Unfortunately the French
branch of the order did net exercise
the necessary care in the election of its
members. Men of questionsble antece-
dents secured’ admission, who made
use of their relation to the order for
the purpose of fraud mainly in con-
nection with the bogug sales of papal
orders of knighthood and - titles of
nobilty to credulous people, distine-
tions which they were unable to de-
liver in due form, ana which ‘led to
legal proceedings by the victims of
the swindles. These involved the order
in so much notariety of an Lnsavory
character . . . that the Popne has row
suppressed the order, as having “tail-
ed to adhere to the rules.and rcgula-
tions of .its original charter from the
Holy See and as no longer filling ary
useful office in connection with the
Church.”

A PRONOUNCEMENT BY THE

POPE.

The commission appolnted by the
Pope to pronouncé upon questions of
Biblical interpretation has issued a re-
port with regard to some of the vexed
questions arising from the Rook of
Geneslg, Some of the conelusions are
c ervative enpugh: Roman Catholies
must not question the formation of the
first woman from the first man, nor the
belief that the transgression of the
Divine precept was the result of the
persuasiorn of the devil in the form of
a8 serpent. But it is interesting to ob-
serve that the commission agrees that
the ‘“‘days” of creation may he taken
by the faithful as signifying either
natural days, or something else. It is
admitted to have been the purpose of
the sacred writer to give his people
a popular notion according to the com-
mon mode of expression of the timo.
