The following seasonable directions for
shearing sheep are taken from a recently
published little work, The Shepherds
Manual, by H. Stewart : —

“ Sheep should not be shorn until the
westhér has become warm and settled.

Several new and patented shears
have been introduced, which the inventors
claim may be used even by inexperienced
persons without danger of cutting the sheep's
skin. A trial of these shears does not sup-
port this claim, and the common shears are
not yet superseded by any of .these so-called
improvements.
