Tde religioas troubles of the reign
of Henry VIII. diminigshed the iv-
ducements to the study of theology,
and from this and otber oauses the
nomber of students at Oxford great-
ly diminished. In 1546, ouly thir-
tesn degrees were canferred, aod in
15562, the number of students on the
b>cks was only 1015, auod of these
the larger mtjority had quiited the
university. Whes one koows (bat
at sp. earlier date the universily,
for a given year, could show ten
times that number, be is rather not
given to be over-entbusiastic on the
head of e¢ducalionsl benceficence
effected through the miznamed Re—
formation. An élaborate act of
pariiament “concerning the incore
porations of the uuiversities of Ox
ford and Osmbridge,” sanctioned by
E'izabetb, in 1570, resumed and de-
fined previous characters; and from
that time until the passage of the
aot of 1854, this was regarded by
both ariversiiies as the chief source
of their powcrs and privileges. Is

Every candid-
ate is examined in Litin and Greek
gramwmer, Latin prose composition,
one Latin and one Greek anthor,
srithmetic, and either euslid or
algebra, A oonsiderable range ot
choice is allowed tbe candidate in
regard to the authors in which be
wishes 10 ba examined. Every can.
didate who passes respoosions ea’is-
factorily receivcs g cartifioie called
s ‘“lestamur.” A ciadidite who
fail+ is said *‘to be placked.”
Having passed the respsnsions,
the 8'ndent chooses whether he will
try for a “pas.” or a ‘““olass,” that is,
whether he will simply try to get
his B A degree, or will also try for
honors, If he ‘reads for honors,"
he will ficd it necessary to employ a
private tator.

The second examinati)p, ocalled
the ficst publio, is held twice a year.
It is conducted by ten moderators,
and is oalled “moderations.” The
second public examination, if passsd
sucoessfully, entitles the candidate
10 his degree. It is beld twice o
year, and is conducted by twenty«
two poblie examiners, divided inte
six schools.— No candidate can offer
bimself for examinations in classice
before his twelfth term, unless hia
eleventh happens to be Easter, in
which 0883 he may offor in that
term Except in ocertain ocsaes, he
oannot ba a candidate afier his sixa
teenth term.
