From Clinton Xexv Krn.
If the friends af the Scott Act in Un­

roll have had any disposition previously 
to grow faint hearted over the interest 
taken in temperance matter, the conven­
tion held in Clinton, on Tuesday, should 
fill them with fresh courage. There has 
not been a better attended temperance 
gathering since tho Act came into force, 
and instead cf holding the proceedings 
in the school rosm of Rittenbury St. 
church, It was found necessary to u.e 
the church proper.

Mr D D Wilson spoke at some length, 
reviewing the progress of the Act, and 
the subject of calling the convention to­
gether.

Mr James Scott, solicitor for the Scott 
Act Association, then read over the list 
of objections which had been lodged 
with the Secretary of State against the 
proposed repeal petition—all of which 
appeared in our columns last week—he 
also read a letter from the Hon. Mr 
Scott, of Ottawa, who is acting for the j 
association, who stated that he had j 
waited upon the Deputy-Minister of 
State concerning the objections, and 
would set a time for their hearing. Mr 
Scott also stated that in his opinion the 
Government could not bring on a repeal 
vote before next May, but several mem­
bers of the association thought that as 
they had dune so in Haltun they might 
do so again in Huron,and it would be as 
well to be prepared for it.

In reply to inquiries Messrs Sprague 
end Miller, inspectors for the South and 
East Riding, gave some information con­
cerning their work, and the many diffi­
culties they had to overcome in securing 
convictions. A resolution was unani­
mously carried, pledging the members 
present to stand by and assist the office:» 
in the performance of their duty,

A lengthy and animated discussion 
took place over the fact cf peis ms who 
had been fined more than once being 
fined every times for a first offence. 
Police Magistrate Williams stated that 
he had nothing further to do with this 
than act as a judge ; he did not decile 
whether they were first or second of­
fences, unless the information laid so 
specified.
