bate. He also made reference to the 
price which had been suggested, and 
dealt at length upon the area of the 
country, showing it*to be five times 
as large as Newfoundland. He dealt 
with its water powers, and the pos­
sibility of their future development; 
most of its grand water falls which 
surpass the world-renown Niagara. He 
quoted the value of its fisheries, what 
great assets these fisheries have been 
to Newfoundland. He dealt upon the 
possibility of great development in 
this territory, and ably maintained 
that it was too valuable an asset to 
dispose of. Its potentialities could not 
be computed. The territory was too 
great to sell at the present time, be­
cause it is only now that development 
in Newfoundland is beginning to get 
a proper start, and the present devel­
opment at the Humber and Grand 
Falls, and White Bay, are but fore 
runners of the greater development 
of Newfoundland or Labrador.

The negative opened equally as well 
prepared_ as the affirmative, and Mr.

WINSTON CHURCHILL CALLS FbR 
A CENTRE PAflTY.. , . .

LONDON, Jan. 18.
Perhaps the sensation. of. to-day is 

Winston Churchill’s manifesto, which 
constitutes him the1 pivot of the move-' 
ment that has long been fomenting 
to “keep the Labôr' out”. His" on­
slaught comes too late to effect its 
object, but it will focus the larger 
body of opinion in the country _ and 
bring him into line with Lord Birken­
head and other adherents of that 
movement who are working actively 
to bring about a new centre party 
made up of both Conservatives and 
Liberals disagreeing with the present 
official Liberal policy of helping Labor 
into office. It Is considered exceed­
ingly improbable that the Commons 
will adopt the course Mr. Churchill 
recommends. Mr .Churchill’s mani­
festo begins by stating "the currents 
of party warfare are carrying us all 
into dangerous waters,. The enthrone­
ment in office of a Socialist govern­
ment will be a serious National mis­
fortune such as has usually befallen 
great states only on the morrow of 
defeat and war. It will place both 
Liberals and Labor parlies in a thor­
oughly unfavorable position. The 
Labor party will be led into support­
ing the Socialists whom they have 
been fighting in hundreds of constitu­
encies."
