(world, none has been more persistent 
or has excited more curiosity than 
that which tells ot va lost Island- 
continent named Atlantis, Atalantis,

ents. »

First ep<*en of by Plato, accepted 
even by the Incredulous mind of Vol­
taire, the legend is still the subject 
of periodical books, lectures, and 
magazine articles. A rematkahle 
thetiry concerning the location ot the 
ancient continent has Just been ad­
vanced in the French magazine “Sci­
ence et La Vie,” by Professor Al­
phonse Berget.

Plato’s Views.
According to Professor Berget, the 

actttel limits of Atlantis can be 
traced. Starting from the Ivory 
Coast, he asserts, the boundaries can 
be established by oceanographic 
soundings.

What is regarded as probable by 
scientists who have studied the ques­
tion is that Atlantis was the seat of 
the earliest civilization. Could the 
depth of the ocean be explored, it is 
believed that ruins of wonderful cities 
and temples might be uncovered.

When it is pointed out to the 
theorists that such discoveries have 
not been made to any degree on the 
Azores, Madeira, or the Canary Is­
lands, which are supposed to have 
formed part of the lost continent, 
they explain that in the days of At­
lantis these islands were probably 
the tops of volcanoes.

In the “Timaeus,” Plato tells how 
cèrtain Egyptian priests, ip a con­
versation with Solon, described the 
continent as a country larger than 
Asia Minor and Libya combined and 
situated just beyond the Pillars of 
Hercules or Straits of Gibraltar.

Atlantis had been a powerful king-- 
dom 9,000 years before the birth of 
Sblon, according to the priests, and 
its armies had overrun the lands bor­
dering on the Mediteranean, Athens 
alone having fought them off. Final­
ly Atlantis had been overwhelmed by 
the sea, which then became unnavi- 
gfcble on account of the shoals mark­
ing the spot

A Spur to Exploration.
Arabian geographers preserved the ; 

legend for mediaeval writers, who i 
firmly believed it Their position 
was supported by traditions of is-, 
lands in tie western seas supposed ' 
to resemble Atlanti, such as the ! 
Greeks Isle sof the Blest or Fortunate j 
Islands, St. Brendan'S Island, the i 
Portugues Antllla or Isle ot Seven j 
Cities, and the Welsh Avalon. With j 
the exception of Avalon, all these I 
islands were marked in maps ot the 
fourteenth and fifteenth centuries.

discovered the Cape ot Good Hope 
through their efforts to get into com­
munication with the fabled monarch ! 
Prester John, so Columbus’s dis- j 
covery of America may have been in- j 
fluenced by his having gathered the ; 
legend of Atlantis from old maps, 
books, and the stories ot returned 
sailors.

When mariners of the time en­
countered the Sargasso Sea they be­
lieved that the dense weeds grew in | 
mud on the bottom ot the sea, and 
that' tfie Atlantic Ocean was therefore 
imp&ssable. By taking soundings, 
Columbus realized that the mud did 
not exist, and he therefore pushed 
on with renewed confidence.

Of sim­
ilar works, Hyde Clarke pointed out 
in a paper read before the Royal His­
torical Society, there are remains 
pnough in America.
