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going to the States, where the mutton 
sheep has forged rapidly to the front. The 
handlers of other breeds are also doing re­
markably well, and the next sheep census 
will show a big increase in this Province. 
The Cotswolds were forward in great 
strength, probably taking the lead among 
the long-wooled varieties, Lincolns and 
Leicesters, also making a fine feature of the 
show, doing credit to their handlers. As to 
the origin of the Shrops, it is claimed by 
some that they are the product of infusions 
of Southdown and Leicester blood with 
the native sheep of Shropshire, thus de­
veloping a large and handsome sheep, carry­
ing more and better wool. The Oxford 
Downs are another large and hand- 
some mutton breed, the wool of 
which has attained considerable length. 
They are a composite breed said to have 
resulted from a union of Cotswold and 
Hampshire blood. One breeder on the 
ground claimed that Southdown blood rune 
strongly in their veins. The Oxford Downs 
will shear seven pounds of good washed 
wool. A lot of fine Southdowns were shown. 
They are a hardy, healthy sheep, carrying 
very short wool, and are one of the most 
ancient breeds of England. About the 
usual quota of Merino* were forward, but 
they are not popular with Canadians.

Stewart, of Lucas, 
Ont., made a highly creditable display, 
He says the grades have done well in his 
section. He has laid the foundation of an 
excellent purebred herd and will continue 
breeding the "Doddies."

No finer representation could have been 
wished of the hardy Galloways than the 
herd shown by Mr. Wm. Kough, of Owen 
Sound, which won such a string of trophies 
in Toronto. Naturally, then, the comment 
of the London Free Press that “The Gallo­
ways were confined to one herd of very 
shaky cattle,” created considerable amuse­
ment among those who had the pleasure 
of viewing Mr. Kough’s grand stock. 
During the past season the demand for 
beef cattle in Ontario has been good,the ex­
ports between May 3 and Aug. 31 via Mon­
treal numbering about 68,500 head, an in­
crease of 17,000 over 1889, and 25,000 over 
1888. This too was in the face of strong 
competition in the British market from 
American cattle, of which in August alone 
some 41,000 were exported as against 
34,800 in August 1889. Mr. Groff, of 
Waterloo, doubts that a profitable trade 
from the Canadian Northwest to Britain can 
be carried on,owing to theexcessive distance 
to be traveled by rail before beginning the 
hardships on shipboard. There would seem 
therefore, to bo ample opportunity for the 
business of beef cattle rearing in Ontario 
without trenching upon the great and 
growing dairy interests of the Province.
