“Fifth, so far as is known, he New York, April 29.—After having 
given up all hopen of locating the 
treasure for which they sought, the j 
heirs of the late Mrs. Octavia Ade­
laide Moss, widow of Theodore Moss, 
one time owner of Wallack's Theatre, 
have unearthed more than $200,000 
worth of treasures, hidden in the Moss 
homestead at 543 Madison avenue. Of 
this amount more than $50,000 worth 
of antique jewelry was found in a 
secret drawer in the pedestal of a 
statue in the library. Stocks and 
bonds worth $75,000 and $20,000 in 
money were found in a secret drawer 
in a pantry.

The finding of the treasure was en­
tirely accidental. It was located by 
the grandson of Mrs. Moss, Beverly 
Kator, a 19-year-old student of Col­
umbia University, who is one of Mrs. 
Moss' three heirs. Mrs. Moss died 
on Jan. 15, While it was known that 
she possessed antique jewelry of 
great value, no trace of it could be 
found.

It was known that after her hus­
band's death Mrs. Moss has refused 
to place her money in the 'bank. It 
was a hobby of hers to purchase every 
object she took a fancy to, and as a 
result more than 4,000 packages were 
found in her home after she died 
which had not been opened since the 
day they were purchased.

Those bundles contained everything 
from old lace to the most costly silks. 
They were put away in a storeroom 
in the upper part of the house, and 
are now being auctioned off at the 
order of the executor of the estate.

TELLS ITS OWN STORYStill Under the Heel of Russia, De­
spite Many Promises.

London, April 28. — Conditions as 
they exist for the Polish subjects of 
the Czar are well exemplified by the 
following dispatch which is from the 
London Express’ special correspond­
ent in St. Petersburg:

All Polish railway servants on the 
Southwestern Railway have been dis­
missed by order of the minister of 
ways of communication. Thus a num­
ber of men are thrown out of employ­
ment at a time when it is almost im­
possible to get other work. No reason 
for the order is alleged beyond the 
fact that the men are Poles.

I hear that it is also intended to 
make a clean sweep of Polish em­
ployees on the Northwestern S. stem. 
In this way 150 telegraphists, among 
others, will lose their situations.

. In 1905, I crossed the German fron­
tier into Poland, and witnessed a cur­
ious scene, which these measures re­
call. A guard and ticket conductor en­
tered the compartment in which I was 
sitting with two Poles. Suddenly one 
of my fellow-travellers, exclaimed in 
great excitement, “They are speaking 
Polish." Learning that the men were 
Poles, I remarked that there seemed 
nothing extraordinary in the fact that 
they were speaking their native lan­
guage.

“But it is forbidden for them to 
speak any language except Russian," 
said my companion, “and if they are 
heard to speak Polish, even among 
themselves, they are dismissed. This 
is the dawn of liberty." The sadness 
of sunset has followed hard on the 
dawn.

A further act of intolerance is em­
bodied in the bill submitted to the 
Duma for the introduction of the 
Zemstvo into the western provinces. 
It is provided that no Catholic shall 
be allowed to hold any official posi­
tion on the Zemstvo. This clause has 
been inserted in order to prevent 
Poles holding office. Such is the spirit 
in which the Czar’s ukase granting 
religious liberty is interpreted by the 
minister of justice.
