Details of Plan Favored by Commis-
sion—A Minority Report.

Halifax, N.S.,, June 7.—At the gen-
eral assembly yesterday morning the
business committee brought in a re-
commendation that speeches on the
Queen’s Commission report be limited |
to ten minutes. This brought an ob-|
jection from the clerk and principal of |
Queen’s, and the fullest liberty was |
accorded. i

The minutes of the commission were |
reported and read by Dr. Lyle, who
said he felt the grave responsibility of
his positicn. The commission met, but
insufficlent data deterred any definite |
action. They recommended a joint |
meeting of the board of trustees and |
the commission. This was held. The
commission numbered forty, but that
number were not present. Of those
present, six were against the decision
reached, Dr. Lyle briefly moved the
adoption of the report of the commis-
sion, which recommended the-separa-
tion of the university from the church.

The Minority Report.

Dr. McLeod, Barrie, askeq if this
was the time to receive the minority
report. The moderator thought so.
Principal Gordon did not think so, and
quoted parliamentary procedure.

A motion to hear the minority re-
port was adopted, and Dr. McLeod
read it. The substance is in favor of
the retention of the present relation
between church and university.

Dr. Lyle explained in detail the re-
port of the commission. The proposed
