Later 
on it joined on to a German settle­
ment known as Panmure, and is now 
one town of about 25,000 inhabitants, 
of which about 10,000 are black peo-
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Seven Hundred Thousand Have Come 
In From the United States.

Ottawa, May 27.—During the past 
ten years Canada has received nearly 
two million immigrants, of whom ap­
proximately 750,000 were from Great 
Britain and Ireland and 700,000 were 
from the United States. An immigra- 
tion bulletin just issued gives the ac­
tual figures up to the end of the last 
fiscal year, March 31, as 1,714,326 for 
the decade. Since then nearly 200,000 
more have arrived, divided about 
equally between British and American.

According to occupation, about 65 
per cent of the immigrants arriving
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Inspector Edwards has collected $867 
for the department of education fees for 
the students writing on the depart- 
mental examinations in July.

There are 187 all told writing, of whih 
11 are from high schools or continua­
tion classes in Middlesex.

This is rather smaller than the usual 
number, and is accounted for by the fact 
that the examinations are much more 
severe than formerly.

There are fewer writing for the faculty 
of education examinations than usual, 
and more for the Normal entrance.

"The returns are satisfactory," said 
Inspec for Edwards. "There are more 
writing than last year, and, so far as we 
can judge, they are well prepared."

The country around our town is in 
a critical condition, but is gradually 
getting better looked after by degrees. 
We have some of the choicest farms 
close to the town, but are small, 
measuring from 40 to 1,000 acres. The 
sheep farms are further up-country 
and are very large, averaging from 
4,000 to 10,000 acres. Sheep do very 
well out here, and we obtain very good 
prices for wool. The sheep farmers are 
very rich and obtain several farms.

The school to which I belong is Sel- 
borne College. We have about 500 
boys attending this school, and the 
classes range from Second Standard 
to Matriculation. We have only mas- 
ters, and our subjects are English, 
Dutch, arithmetic, geometry, science, 
algebra, English and colonial history. 
1 will write more about the school 
and the natives in my next letter, and 
will also tell you about the gold and 
diamond mines. If you can send me 
any stamps and postcards, I will be 
very glad to exchange with you.

Shenton Street, Menzies.

Dear Friend, We received your un- 
expected letter at school today, and 
we were all agreeably surprised to 
hear from a Canadian scholar. I must 
first explain that Menzies is a small 
mining town situated about 450 miles 
Inland on the Great Western Railway. 
The population is, roughly speaking, 
about 1.000 souls. The only industry 
is gold mining, the chief mines being 
the W oolgar Consolidated, the Lady 
Shenton, the Florence, the Balkis and 
the Surprise. There are six batteries 
for crushing the stone to extract the 
gold, five of which are working and 
the other is being repaired. We have 1 
splendid soil up here that will grow 
almost anything, but then we have not 
the water. The average annual rain- 
fall is only about eight inches. During 
winter, however, when most of the rain 
falls, the ground is literally a carpet 
of dainty white, pink and yellow 
daisies, while the famed Sturt Pea 
blooms in the sandier parts. There 
are also several kinds of wattle blos- 
som growing about here. We have 
only one small park in Menzies which 
is an arid piece of land in summer, 
baked up by the sun, whose heat is 
sometimes over 120 degrees, and in the 
winter a very verdant section of the 
town. At present there is only three 
weeks’ water in town, and if it does 
not rain within that time, we will have 
to get our water from Mundaring 
Weir, 400 miles away. It will be 
Pumped the first 340 miles to Kal- 
goorlie, and railed from there to Men- 
zies. There are only two schools in 
Menzies, the Convent and the State 
School. It was the luck of the latter 
to receive your letter. We have no 
big buildings except the town hall, 
which is a nice edifice.

In our latitude the heat is a fairly 
dry one In winter the thermometer 
never falls below 32 degrees, while in 
summer it often registers 120 degrees, 
and never falls below 65 degrees We 
had a long stretch of hot weather 
about Christmas time, lasting about 
two weeks. During that time the tem- 
Derature never fell below 100 degrees 
and sometimes rose as high as 118 in 
the shade. Our trees up here do not 
grow very high and have dull green
