DETROIT MARKET

Why Mr. F. H. Walker, of
Walkerville, Is Against the
Proposed Agreement.

BARLEY PRICES WILLJUMP

Some Facts and Figures Regarding
the Produce Shipped to Detroit
in Face of a High Duty.
According to a dispatch published
in a local paper, Mr. Franklin H.
Walker, of Walkerville, Ont., is against
reciprocity. Mr. Walker is also cred-
ited with saying that prices of farmn-
ers’ productg around Windsor sell

for higher prices than in Detroit.

To begin with, Mr, Walker is a dis-
tiller, and in distilling whiskey much
barley is used. Mr. Walker buys his
barley for about one-half what he
would have to pay for it were reci-
procity in force. In Toronto barley
sells for about 65 to 70 cents a bushel,
while in Buffalo, the prevailing prices
are from $1 17 to §1 20 per bushel.
No wonder he doesn't want rechpro-
city,

But If the prices of farm products
are higher in Windsor than in Detroit,
why do the farmers of tnat district
ship so much of their products across
the line in the face of a heavy duty?

Mrs. Murray Testifies.

Mrs. Murray testified that Murray had
come home to dinner on the day of the
fire, and after eating his dinner had asked
her if she would like to go to the Irish-
man’s picnic. She said It was too late,
and went on with her work. Suddenly
she realized the smell of smoke, which
Murray declared he could not smell. Af-
ter looking about she found a bed in one
of the bedrooms on firc. She called him
an “old devil,” and sald to him that he
was ‘‘going to burn the house as he had
burned the barn the previous year.” She
then threw a pail of water on the fire,
He struck her on the jaw and then held
her with his hands on her chest against
the wall. She pleaded with him to let
her go, which at length he did. Then
she threw some more water on the fire
and went first to a neighbor's and af-
terwards to the tower at the diamond,
where she found the tower man, Mr.
Pomeroy, and Mrs, Pomeroy She had
thought she had put out the fire, but on
golng back with Mrs. Pomeroy saw
smoke {issulng from the house. When
they came closer the flames suddenly
burst out and the house was burned to
the ground. Murray was standing by the
burning houss with his coat on his arm.
