Failure to meet the Ameri­
can representations would, it was freely 
predicted, result in a severance of 
diplomatic relations. The pressure for 
that course has been great in many 
quarters since the sinking of the Lusi- 
tanta. Some friends of the President 
have indicated that he would not hesi- 
tate to adopt it in the event of a final 
unsatisfactory answer. Diplomatic non- 
intercourse, however, would not neces­
sarily be followed, it was pointed out 
today, by any other step, unless Ameri- 
can rights were again flagrantly vio-
