THE GOVERNOR-GENERALSHIP.

The Canadian Gazette of January bth,
says on the question of the Marquis of
Lansdowne's successor to the Governor-
Generalship of Canada:

“We are pleased to note that the rumor as to
the succession of Lord Stanley of Preston tothe
Goyernor-Generalship of Canada, which certain
London correspondents have been busily propa-
gating of late, been finally set at rest. It
was, it will be remembered, announced some
weeks back in certain provinecial journals that
the Imperial government had definitely offered
to the President of the Board of- Trade the
post from which Lord Lansdowne retires in
August next on the expiry of his term of office.
Last week the rumor advanced a stage, and we
were told that Lord Stanley of Presten hadac-
cepted the Governor-Generalship, and would
be su ded in the Presid of the Board of
Trade by the Baron de Worms, whois now par-
liamentary secretary to the board. This asser-
tion_being brought to the notice of Lord Stan-
ley, he has authorized the statement that ‘he
knew nothing of the report that he had becn
offered and had accep! the Governor-Gener-
alship of Canada in succession to ns-
downe until he sawit in the newspapers.’”

GLENGARRY’S SHAME.,

Pressure of other matters has prevented
our earlier laying before our readers the
facts concerning the Glengarry election,
As instancing the hypocritical yauntings
of the ‘‘pairty of purity” that “their
hands are clean it may be interesting to
adduce some of the evidence taken at the
trial to show what whited sepulchres
these Grits really are. The developments
in this election case are certainly to
be classed among the most startling efforts
to ‘‘put down bribery and corruption with
lots of money.” In this constituency the
Grits selected Patrick Purcell as the
standard bearer of the *‘pairty”
from the fact that he had been successfal
in several heavy canal and railway con-
tracts and was reputed to be possessed of
large wealth. The sequel will show that
in all probability Mr. Purcell is not as
wealthy at the present time as he was
when he entered the Glengarry contest
as the candidate of the Grit party on
October 23rd, 1886. It would appear
that having determined to carry the elec-
tion at all hazards, Mr. Purcell decided
to cloak bis corruption by ostensibly mak-
ing loans to his most trusted supporters
of funds which were never repaid and
which were never intended to be repaid.
The first witness called was Murdock
Munroe, the candidate’s financial agent
during the contest and the secretary of
the Grit ‘“‘reform association” of Glen-
garry. After sgveral questions had been
asked it was ascertained that Mr. Munroe
had  “loaned” certain sums to electors
during the contest. The examination
proceeded thus:—

Q.—How much did you lend in the country
for Mr. Purcell between 23rd October, 1886, the
day of his nomination. and .the 22nd KFebruary,
the day of his election ?  A.—Between $25,000
and $30,000.

Q.-—Was that on notes? A.—No, the greater
]H\I'“Oh_“’ﬂs on morlgage.

Q.—Was your office visited by a great many
people after the election looiing for money ?
A.—Not more than usual. Iknowa great many
parties were disappointed that they did not re-
ceive the loans they asked.

In cross-examination ' witness said that Mr.
Purcell was a wealthy man and lent money ex-
tensively at 6 per cent. Witness commenced
loaning for him in November, 1886.

On October 23rd Mr. Purcell accepted
the nomination tendered him by the grit
party, selected the secretary of the grit
association as his financial agent, and gave
him power of attorney to make loans on
his (Mr. Purcell’s) behalf. From that
date till the election was held from $25,-
000 to $30,000 was thus distributed by
Mr. Purcell’s election agent; nor was it
shown that any of these sums, which
were loaned on three and six months’
lotes, were ever repaid.

Archibald MacNab, ex-M. P. P., of
Glengarry, deposed that he was' one of
Mr. Purcell’ssupporters. His subsequent
eWdence contains the following:

Q.—Did Purcell tell you what to do if you
could not get votes in the ordinary way? A.—

more legal. In December I had a conversation
with Purcell, and he came to see if myself and
brothers would vote for him, He said he had
means and could well afford to spend a little.

The witness reiterated the statement that he
said to Purcell there will be some money want-
ing, and Purcell said, “*Give them money, but

e notes for it.”

The candidate’s brother was a member
of the fire of Purcell & Mackenzie, which
received $17,000 from the candidate dur-
ing the campaign. It also appears from
the evidence of several witnesses that Mr.
Mackenzie paid Frank Sauciel $100; John
Tye, $200, and Alex. Varnier, $100, and
took notes for one and two years. Such
was the nature of the evidence elicited by
the petitioner’s counsel. The candidate’s
election agent having pewer of attorney to
sign the bank cheques had paid out from
$25,000 to $30,000 between the date that
the candidate accepted the nomination
and election day. Rousseau, who had
been instructed to ‘‘pay out money and
take notes,” received $5,000 more from
the candidate himself. The firm of Pur-
cell & Mackenzie received $17,000 addi-
tional, from which fund Mackenzie had
been instructed to ‘‘pay out money and
take notes;” and it was from that in sev-
eral instances he had followed out his in-
structions by paying as h)gh as $200 fora
vote. In his own examination, Macken-
zie was forced to admit that these funds
came from the respondent Purcell. He
said:—

I received the moncK‘ I_loaned on notes to
Varnier, Saucier and Tye'from the Ontario
bank, Montreal, on account of the firm of
Mackenzie & Purcell, which amounts were re-
ceived on 'the strength of the guarantee re-
ceived from respondent.

Another interesting item of informa-
tion” was given by a witness Thomas Fec
of Quebec who testified as follows :—

“I was on the Canadian Atlantic train from
Ottawa, and when we came to Alexandria a
man came on and sat with Purcell. I took
him to bea friend of his. Ihead Purcell tell this
man that his election was the biggest one ever
contested in Glengarry and that it cost him
,000. have no doubt of it as I heard it

istinctly.”

These were the methods of wholesale
bribery by the Grits to elevate the stand-
ard in Glengarry, and by which they
thought to defeat the Government in
February last. Those who read the evi-
dence quoted abeve will not be surprised
to learn that Mr. Purcell was both un-
seated and disqualified, while the learned
justice presiding recommended that the
respondent and four of his supporters
should be criminally prosecuted.

A GOOD BOY RUNS AWAY.

A Youth Who Xnows How to Make His Way in
the World.

Frank E. Spitzer, aged 19 years, eldest
son or County Assessor Spitzer, left San
Jose on the 18th of last August without
seeing his parents or giving them any no-
tice of his intentions, and no word was
received from him, and his whereabouts
remained a mystery until a few weeks ago,
when his father took from the Postoffice
a letter of explanation dated - Hongkong,
China, November, the 26th.

Frank had always been a good boy. He

had no bad habits. He neither drank,
used tobacco, stayed out late of nights
nor associated with dissolute characters.
He was emphatically a home boy, and his
parents were surprised beyond measure
when he disappeared.
But Frank had a will of his own. He
often importuned his mother to take him
out of school, as he had: an idea that he
could make his way in the world without
the aid of a high-schuol training. During
the summer vacation he visited his grand-
father in the country, but when the high
school opened he was not on hand.

Although he had never been away from
heme in his life, he had determined to
strike out for himself and put his theories
regarding success sans higher education to
a practical test.

In his letter he states that he went to
San Francisco on the 18th of Augustand
the next day took the steamer for "Vic-
toria, B. C. He arrived at his destination
with $4 in his pocket. He must find work,
and he at once proceeded to look about
him with the praiseworthy intention of
taking any job that offered itself. He
found a place at the water-works and for
a week worked hard at $2 a day. Then he
was offered an easier billet at the Govern-
ment dock, where he worked until he
shipped on board the Penshaw, a lumber
vessel bound for China. He got $45 a
month cooking for ‘the crew, the cook
having jumped ‘overboard and drowned
himself or been murdered by the captain.

After his arrival in the land of the
free he will visit relatives in Virginia and
then take the overland train for home.

His experience indicates that he is a
boy who can take care of himself any-
where, and if he does not succeed in_life
then his many friends will come to believe
that there is no virtue in grit and appli-
cation.

nificent tree, often 260 feet high agd 38
feet in' circumference, and where bark is
times nine to ten inches in thickness.
This tree grows very rapidly and is dis-
tinguished by the woodman into two
kinds, yellow and red.  The first has a
reddish-yellow knotty heart and is lesy
durable than the red one. Abies Douglasii
grows mostly in the southern parts of the
province, also on the mainland coast and
on Vancouver Island, but is not to be
found on Queen Charlotte Islands.
Menzies' Spruce (Abies Menziesii), very
similar to the Abies Douglasii, grows
chiefly on the coast and is found also in
the Gold and Selkirk ranges. The wood is
white and the tree grows to a_ very large
size.
The * Western Hemlock or Hemlock
Spruce (Abies Canadensis) o¢curs: on the
coast, also on Fraser river and the Sel-
kirk and Gold ranges. On Queen Char-
lotte Islands it reaches the height- of 2€0
feet. Itstimber splits obliquely and de-
cays in the atmosphere, but the bark is
very valuable for tanning.
Englemann’s Spruce (Agbies Eglemannii)
occurs in the eastern and interior parts of
the province and forms dense forests in
the mountains, to the level of nearly
4,000 feet in elevation, - The tree is very
tall-and straight and the wood durable.
The Great Silver Fur (Picea grandis)
clings to the coast, but reappears also in
thesoutheast of the province. It isalarge
tree, but the wood is soft. Picea amabilis,
& species most resembling it, grows in the
mountains.  Picea nobilis, a majestic tree,
and Picea bracteata, a species remarkable
for its tall and slender stem, are also to be
found.
Balsam Spruce (Abies balsamea) yield-
ing so-called Canadian Balsam,.grows on
Gold and Selkirk ranges and also in east-
ern and northern portions of the interior
plateau. The balsam exists in incisions be-
tween the bark and the wood. The in-
cisions are made and the bottles attached
into which the balsam flows, It is a color-
less liquid, but becomes solid with age.
Its composition is as follows:—

The Yellow Pine, sometimes called
‘“red”’ and pitch pine,” considered as a
variety of Pinus pondersa of Douglas and

the slopes up to 3,000 feet. It is a magni-
ficent tree, remarkable f8 the heaviness
of its timber. Tts bark is reddish-brown
and half the shaft branchless. It is found
in the dry regions of the mainland.

The Black Pine, also called ¢ Western
Scrub”’ or Bull Pine (‘‘Pinus Banksiana)
extends further north than any other
pine. There are two varieties of this pine;
a ‘‘coast” and an ‘‘interior” variety. The
seeond, more valuable than the first reach-
esfrom75to0 100 feet inheight but its diam-
eter is only about two feet.

The so-called White Barked Pine is
very small and grows in very great eleva-
tion.

The Mountain Weymouth or White
Pine (Pinus Strobus) is found in Colum-
bia river region, and also in the interior

masts and its wood resembles that of the
eastern white pine.
The Western Cedar, also called *‘Red”

on the Columbia river, onthe Goldand Sel-
kirk ranges, along the coast and also inthe
northern interior. It is a stupendous tree,
sometimes 150 feet high and 15 feet thick,
but generally hollow. The wood is red-
dish-yellow and splits easily into plank,
and is used for shingles.

The Yellow Cypress, commonly called
yellow -cedar (cypress thyoides) grows
principally on the coast, also in the in-
terior of Vancouver island and on the
west coast of Queen Charlotte Islands. It
has a resinous smell and Jis of a pale-
yellow tint. It is used for ornamental
purposes and also for boats.

The Red American Larch, called Tam
arac in the States and Hackmatack in
Canada (Larix Tennifolia) is a noble tree
and its timber is highly valued. Tt occurs
in the interior, and the Gold and Selkirk
ranges and on the Rocky Mountains. In
the southeast of British Columbia here is
also another species of larch, of which
little is known. It is probably Lariz pen-
dula or Black American Larch. There are

ed Oregon Cedar (Thuix gigantea) in the
southern extremity of the province and
Thujiz Plicata—the common Arbor Vite
as far as Nootka Sound. The Juniper or
“Red Cedar,” known as Pencil Cedar
(Juniperus Virginiana) abounds on ‘the
east coast of Vancouver island, and also
along the shores of the lakes in the in-
terior.

From other trees, valuable as hardwood
the most important is probably the Maple
(Acer macrophyllum), found on Vancou-
ver and Queen Charlotte Islands, and also
on the mainland coast up to 556°. The
Vine Maple (Acer circinatum) yields
strong, white wood, suitable for helves,
and is confined to the coast. The Yew
