Paper money is no longer a circulating 
medium in Peru. It is now used only iu 
a small way in the payment of customs 
duties, and is destroyed as soon as re­
ceived, and silver coin has taken its place. 
It is calculated that there are 60,000,000 
in paper money outstanding, which could 
be redeemed for 2,000,000 silver soles 
($1,380,000), but the prospect of this is 
not good. In fact, no time for redemp­
tion has been set, and there appears no 
disposition to arrange it. Many business 
houses are reported to be heavy holders 
of this paper, and the effect upon 
trade has been unfavorable. The 
sudden change from paper to silver has 
caused much inconvenience. Prices of 
goods in silver are out of all proportion to 
those paid when paper was used. Wages 
and salaries have not increased in pro­
portion to the advance in goods. Rents 
have decreased. The decline tn the value 
of paper seems to date from 1874-76. The 
paper sol, then under bank guarantee, 
was worth 46d. A severe financial crisis 
occurring, the government was induced to 
assume the responsibility of redeeming 
the bank issues. Extravagance in expen­
ditures induced' new issues of this* paper 
money. The war with Chili followed,and 
the Chilians levied contributions, but de­
clined to accept anything but silver.

Gladstone said he did not question the 
statement regarding communication be­
tween Chamberlain and Parnell while the 
latter was in jail, but in the present state 
'of his recollections he wouM require to 
know what particular communications 
were referred to before entering into dis­
cussions of them. Referring to commun- 
icautions with Parnell in 1885, relating to 
local government, Gladstone said bis 
memory accorded with Chamberlain’s.
