Ottawa, May 25.—The parliamentary 
curtain is down until next year. Prac­
tically all the legislators have left for 
their homes, and the halls of legislation 
are deserted.

At the beginning of the session in this 
correspondence allusion was made to the 
meagreness of the parliamentary bill of 
fare, and after four months’ work it 
does not appear that the government it­
self is prepared to claim that it has ac­
complished much in the way of useful 
legislation. Take, for instance, the 
speech from the throne dismissing the 
law makers. It alludes to the Victoria 
Day bill, the credit for which is due to 
your own Senator Macdonald, and which 
public opinion throughout the country, 
forced the government to pass. Then, 
reference is made to the establishment 
of a branch of the royal mint, another 
measure for which Canada, and especial­
ly British Columbia, has been pressing 
during many years. Of course, the lo­
cation of the mint in Ottawa must be a 
great disappointment to the people, who 
have been aroused in past times to great 
enthusiasm by the inspiring battle-cry of 
“Maxwell and the Mint!” There is to 
be a salve to British Columbia’s wounds 
by the establishment of an assay office, 
and Vancouver’s cup of sorrow will be 
full to overflowing when this assay of­
fice is established in Victoria. Senator 
Templeman, who is still in the East, 
is very much disappointed at the manner 
in which the government has treated 
British Columbia in the matter of rail­
way subsidies, and is determined to cap­
ture the assay office for the provincial 
capital.

Another measure referred to in the 
speech is the settlement of the claim of 
Prince Edward Island for damages aris­
ing out of the alleged non-fulfilment of 
the terms of union in respect to keeping 
up communication during the winter, 
between the island and the mainland. 
This proposal was severely criticized by 
the opposition, who contended that the 
terms of union had been more than car­
ried out, allusion also being made to the 
fact that there is no guarantee that 
Prince Edward Island will not come 
up smiling in a few years’ time with a 
new demand for federal assistance. The 
government’s action with respect to the 
Island province possibly opens up the 
whole question of a revision of the fed­
eral subsidies to the provinces.

One of the features of the session 
which bas just closed is the strength de­
veloped by the leader of the opposition, 
Mr. R. L. Borden. He is in, every re­
spect a great man. Little has been said 
of the struggle which took place in the 
party ranks when the Conservatives met 
here the day before the house opened. 
There was a great diversity of opinion 
amongst the 
Some of the men suggested one thing, 
others had different views, but after two 
days of mighty wrestling in caucus, every 
man fell loyally into line end the unani­
mous choice of the party was Mr. Bor­
den. As the leader himself said at the 
memorable banquet given in his. honor in 
the Senate restaurant a short while ago, 
it was with great hesitancy that he ac­
cepted the position. This was not due to 
any diffidence upon his part to take hold 
of any work which the party assigned to 
him. He felt, however, that as a com­
paratively new man, one who had only 
been in parliament for five years, and 
following a line of illustrious leaders, the 
responsibilities of the office were very 
great. The party was so insistent that 
he had no alternative than to loyally 
bow to the expression of confidence re­
posed in him. Now, after an experience 
of four months of parliamentary work, 
it is amply demonstrated that the party 
had selected a man who, realizing to the 
fullest extent the nature of the high 
office to which he was called, bas ap­
plied himself to the duties of leader with 
a zeal and energy which have won for 
him the encomiums of friend and foe 
alike. Mr. Borden is one of the most 
approachable of men, and besides the 
genial qualities which he possesses, he 
has shown that in the highest degree he 
has all the qualifications of a success­
ful leader. Naturally from his position 
he has had to speak often during the 
present session, but whenever he has 
risen in the house he has had something 
to say, and this is a remark which can 
be applied to but lew members of par­
liament. It is noteworthy also, how at­
tentively the house has listened to Mr. 
Borden’s speeches, and especially does 
this remark apply to the members on the 
traeury benches. There is no other man 
in parliament better qualified to discuss 
legal and constitutional questions thau 
the leader of the opposition, and it bus 
been a source of satisfaction to Con­
servatives to note "Bow .often ministers 
have deferred to Mr. Borden’s opinion. 
He is also essentially a fair-minded man; 
one not given to hitting below the belt, 
and it is probably this characteristic of 
all others which has gained for him the 
respect of the Liberals, equally as of the 
Conservatives.

The last great speech of Mr. Borden 
was a ' formidable indictment of minis­
terial extravagance. One has only to 
look back to the professions of the Lib­
erals when they were in opposition to 
understand the change which has come 
over that party. In 1895, the last year 
the Conservatives were in power, the to- 

$42,872,338. In

The 
Lords Commissioners of the Admiralty 
in 1892, after representations from Can­
ada, issued the following order:

“Whereas we deem it expedient that 
Canadian registered vessels shall be per­
mitted to wear the red ensign of Her 
Majesty’s fleet with a Canadian coat of 
arms on the fly thereof;

“We do therefore, by virtue of the 
power and authority vested in us, here­
by warrant and authorize the red en­
sign of Her Majesty’s fleet with the 
Canadian coat of arms on the fly to be 
used on board vessels registered in the 
Dominion.”

It may interest Canadian shipowners 
to learn than in accordance with the per­
mission granted by the Admiralty war­
rant, the following regulations of the 
Dominion government are in force:

“1. The area of the shield shall in 
no case exceed one-fourth the area of the 
Union Jack of the particular ensign.

“2. The shield shall be placed cen­
trally in that part of the flag which is 
beyond the Jack.”

GLASS IN CANDY.

Used to Give It a Glittering Crystal 
Appearance. oars-

From the Lancet.
The production of modern sweets is un­

doubtedly a fine art judging from the 
innumerable varieties made and the 
countless ways in vogue of makingTFem 
attractive. At one time the most de­
plorable practice prevailed of employing 
such poisonous substances as chromium, 
lead, copper, or even mercury and ar­
senic, as coloring agents in sweets. The 
use of such objectionable coloring agents 
became happily* obsolete, and, speaking 
generally, modern confèctionery is now 
pure. True, the coloring agent is often 
an anUine dye, but so great is the tinc­
torial power at such dyes, that it is prob­
able that several pounds of the sweets 
would contain at most a few grains of 
■the dye and then the dye may be per­
fectly harmless.

A somewhat unexpected and most ob­
jectionable method of manipulating 
sweets has just been brought to our no­
tice. Sweets are made to glitter by 
means of splinters of glass, so that the 
sweet has the appearance of sparkling 
crystal sugar. We have in our labora­
tory at the time of writing some* speci­
mens of even high-dass confectionery, 
said to be, of French make, which 
all contain a liberal sprinkling of 
glass splinters. When the sweet is 
dissolved in warm water the splints» 
tumble to the bottom of the fluid into à 
miniature heap of broken glass. The 
splinters present both sharp points and 
sharp edges which are eminently cal­
culated to cause an injury to the wails 
of the digestive canal. It is difficult to 
imagine a more powerful mechanical 
irritant than jags of glass which might 
easily cause. laceration and hemorrhage, 
not to mention other disturbances such 
as are set up by foreign bodies less 
jagged than glass in the alimentary 
canal.

Their figure was $150,000.
Onffory concluded it was too much and, 
left Messrs. Winch & Bower out of his 
calculations; that was two years ago. 
Thai year the Vancouver men did a 
business of $380,000, and $120,030 of 
this amount was winnings. This is the 
reason that practically the same par­
ties are willing to pay double the price 
for the Anaconda cannery this year 
that they refused to pay two years ago, 
particularly as all the profits made in 
the last two years has gone into plant. 
Messrs. Winch & Bower oiT being, asked 
If Mr. McGovern’s statement regarding 
the sale of their cannery for $300,000 
■was correct, answered in the affirma­
tive.
