Ip some cases these
cellars are never entitely cleaned from
on;ryoar's end ta apathey.

cellars j but they nhoufd be well look-
ed after, and decaying specimens re
moved as fast as found. - If the cellar
is not cry st all semsons, not only
should no vegetables be k in it,
but the house should be considered un-
inbhabitable notil it is made dry. The
farmer himself may not:-become sick,
bat his wife and family almost cer-
tainly will, on accognt of being with
in doors sn large & proportion of the
time.
The house well is very often a pro.
file cause of disease. During the past
few months wells bave been very low
in many parts of the country, and the
result has been an unusual amount of
sioknees in country places. Drinking
the water down almost to the botlom
of the well families have taken in a

purities. Mostold wellaneed tharough
cleaning. In fact all wells shogld bo
cleaned. as often as once in ihsoe or
four years, Now while the water is
low is the best time to do this work
When done many will be surprised at
the amount of filth removed from wells
the water of which they bave perhaps
been drinking for years.

It is quite possible wo may have a
visitation of the Asiatic cholera the
coming season. L can scarcely be
kept out of sea hoard cities, and the
sapitary candition of many eouptry
places is more fuvorgble for its spread
that that of well-regalated - cities.
There is no need for a panio on ac-
count of its approach, The cholera
cornes where the conditions are mos:
favorable for its spread ; and while in
cities the careful may to some extent
suffer from the neglect of others, it is
the advantage of the farmer that his
isolation enables him, by’ promptly
putting his own premises in order, to
guard bimself ani family againat its
worst attacks. It were better that
this should be done from needless
alarm than pot dane gt all.. Io faet,
if farmors will take gven ardinary san-
itary precaations the coming season it
is probable that-their bealth and that
of their families. will be generally bot-
ter than is usual.—American Cultivator.

Hay-making.

Hay curing cannot properly
understood without gtpdying the
nature and effects of mojeture. If the
weather is dry, without dew ar rain,
the fresh cut hay gradually gives off
moistare, the amonat of the water in
the claver if cut 1n bloem being re-
duced from about eight to fifteen per
cent, and that in timothy, from about
geventy to fifteen, the hay then being
considered perfectly dry, as no more
wmoisture can be given off under ordin-
ary temperature. If the heat is nqt
oxcessive, and applied equally to the
whole mass, the bay will be cured in
the best condition, as there will be
little or nv loss of nutriment, the
color will be bright, and the loss
throagh brittleness of the leaveg apd
stems will be gadu t0 & minimum.
Although these conditions should be
aimed at, yot they can never be
attwined. The drier the hay is the
wore readily it will absorb moistare,
and every precaution should therefore
be taken againgt dry hay becoming
moist. Even dew, if it fal\s upon
thin swartbs of dry hay, will besome
rapidly absorbed, injuring the oolur,

lgisare hours agreeable, -and from
which the good honstwife is farnished
with many 4 dcore:6f fresh eggs in
the course of the season.

The cost of -keeping a dozen or twa
of gomtrghiekann is veryttifiog; The
scraps ‘from tho table, ‘daily, a quart
or two of oats, a little granulated
bene, and pounded oyster sbells, clean
gravel and fresh water, with cleanli-
ness and gaod air in the caaps, will be
abogt all .that is needed a fow
fowls, Tbus fifieen or twenty hens
may be kept without a great deal of
tronble to the household, from which
may pe had in a twelvemonta a hun-
dred or more dozens of nice fresh eggs,
two or three score of chickens for
broiling, at least twenty nice pullem
to carry over the winter for next sea-
son’s use, and 8o on annually.

Building up a Hay-stack.

The great point to be secured in
stacking bay is, to keep the centre
the bighest. If this is done, water
can not penetrato in the stack, but
will find its way to the outside nunder
the most unfavorable circamstances.
[f, ou the ather band, the centre is
hollow, the water must drain into
the centre, and so rain the stack.
An- excellent way to build a stack is
10 set a tall sapling firmly in- the
ground, with a foundation of rails
around it; then begin at the centre,
and placo the hay about the pole,
gradually spreading, uotil the edge
of the base is reached. Goatinue
building up the stack, the highest in
the centre s0 as to tread the bay firm-
ly there. As the stack settles, the
outside sinks more than the centre,
and helps to make the atack better.
The top of the atack is finished by
fastening a cover of hay to the pole,
with bay bands wound firmly arcund
it. A stack-so made will not leak,
and evon clover hay may be safely
stacked in this manner, because the
water must make its way to the out-

eacqpe there by dropping to the
grouod olear of the stack.—American
Agriculturist for July.
