It was only natural that both Sir Rich-
ard and those who brought hiny/to Toronto
should, on his first public appearance hete,
make some reference to his change of party
alegiance. He devoted the first part of
his speech to a definition of his  position
without making the personal topic too

-prominent. While admitting that a man
should not lightly abandon the political
party he has been in the habit of working
with, he maintained that in his own case
there was ample justification for thecoyrse
he took in the conduct and public acts of
the me:‘f'e‘ had been associated
with, a he added that he had
never repented of the step he
took fourteen years ago. While men are
frequeatly found -growing more conserva-
tiye as they grow older“he maintained that
genservatives must be allowed to become
¥iberal, ag in the case of Mr. Gladstone in
England or himseli in Canada.

Calling attention to the dangers which
‘threatened the country at the present time
he traced them largely to growing compli-
cation of public questions coupled with the
*rowing attractions of business pursuits.

he questions are harder to understand,

. and it is more .difficult to induce men of
ability snd integrity to devote themselves
steadily to public life, The same ‘danger
threateus the United States, and there the
evil is rapidly intensifying. Itis due to
public inditference that Ontario does not
exercise her legitimate influence in domin-
ion affaics. He did not blame the people
of Quebec for sending more devoted public
men to parliament than Ontario does, or
the Quebec supporters of the govermment
standing up for their province, He only
wished to contrast their practice in these
respects with the practice of Ontario, and
to deduce the obvious lesson. The danger
to confederation from this cause is aggra-
vated by differences of race, by physical
barriers between some of the provinces,
and by their proximity to the United
States. :

Amongst the evil results of sublic apathy
are the opportunities it affords unscrupu-
lous ministers to deal in corruption, and
the growth of such practices as contractors
subscribing to ministerial testimonials,
spending money in election contests and
aubsidizmg the press. = Other evils are the
growth of monopolies, and especially of
railway monopolies, the encouragement of
subsidy hunters, and the growth of a class
who believe that it is the duty of the
govermment to grant themselves or their
frienda special favors and privileges at the
public expense.

A eonsiderable portion of the speech was
devoted to ar expose of the financial po-
sition of the dominion. At confeaeration
the population of Canada was 8,375,000,
and the annual expenditure was $13,500,-
000. Last year with a population of
4,400,000 the expenditure had risen to up-
wards of $31,000,000. ln the United States
in 1820, with a population of 9,663,000,
the annual expenditure was $18,250,000,
and while the population in 1840 bad in-
creased to 17,000,000 the expenditure had
increaged only to $24,000,000. At present,
with a population of 54,000,000 the
United States spends annually, including
expenses of war debt, $265,000,000—a lit-
tle over $5 a head, while the Canadian
expenditure is ug\vurdu of seven dollars a
head. During the 17 years since confed-
eration there has been collected in customs
and excise taxes alone $333,000,000, and
as all that comes out of the pockets of the
people does not go into the treasury, the
amount paid by the people must have been
at least $420,000,000.

Sir Richard dwelt briefly but emphatic-
ally on the tolly of taxing the people of
Canada tothe extent of half a million a
year for the purpose of bringing immi-
grauts here, many of whom must eventu-
ally become a burden on the public charity,
while those who succeed in maintaining
themselves do so only by pushing aside
others already occupying the labor field.

The financial legislation of last session
was rapidly reviewed, and the effect and
tendency of the C. P. R. loan, the increased
subsidie to the provinces, and the aid
to locpl railways described. While the
revenue was diminishing at the rate of half
a million dollars a month, parliament was
voting money away at the rate of a million
dollars for each day of the session.

Several specific transactions of the gov-
ernment at Ottawa were next referred to—
the finance minister’s dealings with the
Exchange bank in the interest of promi-
nent government supporters; the appoint-
ment of Mr. Mousseau to a judgeship while
charges of electoral corruption were hang-
ing over him in the courts; the reappoint-
ment of Mr, €hapleau’s,brother to the civil
service, after he had been dismissed for
corruptly conspiring with contractors to |
defraud the public; the sale of the Calgary
government farm, without competition ard
at less than its value, to Lieutenant-Gov-
ernor Robitaille of Quebec; the sale of
valuable timber limits for trifling sums to
members of parliament and their friends; |
the whitewashing of Sir Charles Tupper to |
enable him to serve the Canadian Pacific
company on the floor of the house of com-
mons; and the appropriation of nearly
$400,000 to Shields & Co., the contractors

A Tory Amendmeut Defeated - Lord
Churchill Votes With the Goverdmient.
Loxvoxs, May 20.—The extension fran-

chise bill was considered by the commons
to-day. Lord Randolph Churchill strongly
disagreed with the amendment of Brod-
rick, (conservative): to exclude
from the operations of the bill. He said
he had nofear of the result of enfranchising
the Irish agricultural laborers and ex-
pressed the hope that conservatives would
not alienate the good opinion of the Ilrish
by supporting the amendment.

Hamilton asked Churchill what he was
really driving at. If he said this was a
statement of the democratic toryism of the
futurg he declined to follow under such
leadership. He contended that the appli-
caticn of the bil to Ireland would result
in re opening the flood gates of agitation,

The amendment was rejected by 332 to
137. Randolph Churchill, Gorst and sev-
eral other conservatives and all the Par-
nellites voted for the government,

CANADIAN INDEPENDENCE.

For the first time in the -history of
either of the two great parties in this
country Sir Richard Cartwright, a promin-
ent leader in one of them, has come out
in favor of Capnadian independence. His
opinion, it is true, dealt. with the fature;
it was given as that of an individual, and
it was guardedly uttered, but stripped of
all this it was a candid, patriotic and out-
spoken declaration in favor of Canadian
emancipation.

federation of all the_English-tongued peo-
ples with a common flag, a common tongue,

Sir Richard it is true spoke for himself|
but under circumstances that implicate his
companions, The reformers have been
casting about for a new cry and they will
have to take up the one that the knight
of Napanee has uttered for them. " Their
opponents will tax them with treason and
they will be torced to defend the position.
But it is a position that can be defended.

Sir Richard Cartwright and Mr, Blake
last night deplored the want of public
virtue in the people of Canada. But
neither connected this with the true cause
ofit. The trouble with this country is that
it is a colony ; that col#nists who are re-
stricted in many ways do not take, cagnot
be expected to take, g proper degree of in-
terest in public affaivs; It is only when
the ideal of a national virtue and a na-
tional life is presented to them that a
better condition of things may be looked
for.

Now the weakness of Sir Richard Cart-

wright’s position was jusg here: He
showed that things were in a bad way in
this country ; and as a mere hint he threw
out the idea that it was time we prepared
to discuss independence. What he should
have done was to have said that independ-
ence was the remedyof the evils which he
deplored, and boldly advocated its adop-
tion.
" But the step made last night was a great
one, and mark our word for it the inde-
pendence of Canada wilf be up for diseus-
sion on every platformi hereafter, The ball
has been kicked into the field, and there is
enough party émergy and party enmity
abroad to keep it rolling, Let it roll.

Liquor Easily Got—Drunken
—What Leading Clilzens §
Aect, - &

A reporter of The World visited the
town of Milton last Monday and spent two
days jnquiring into the workings of the
Scott act, which has been in force in the
county of Halton for & little over two
years, After a careful investigation, which
was as unprejudiced as it was thorough,
no other conclusion could be arkived at than
that the act is a partial fail To say
as some ‘do that Milton is a temperance
town at present would be to make a state-
ment which is not borne out by facts, as the
reporter upon both days met and ﬁo,nvened
with men who were under the influence of
liquor. They stated that they had mo
trouble in getting all they want of the
“pare juice,” A number of leading citi-
zens were called :Kn and interviewed,
when it was found that they were almost

& unit sgainst it. :

Isaac Cartmer, merchant, said it does
not stop drinking and has moreover ruined
business in M , because the farmers
around the town go out of the county to
places where liqnor may be had to make
their purchaces. He thinks there is no
probability of the act being sustained when
next submitted to the electors.

J. W. Fraser, jeweler, characterized the
act as a hombug and gave it as his opinion
that there is more drinking done in Hal-
ton now than ever before. He thinks,
however, - that if tho act were in force
throughout the province it would do gaed,
but at present people have to go onlﬂ a
few miles to get as much liquor as they
want.

W. J. Stearne, tinsmith, on. being asked
his opinion said: It is a failure because it
fails to accomplish the object aimed at.
Liquor is ‘both drunk and sold in this
county now, Let any fair.minded man go
to the railway station and see the quantity
of drink brought into the town, then say,
if he can, that the people of Halton are
sober.

F. Sanderson, lessee of the ‘‘temper-
ance house” which is owned by a syndi-
cate composed of ‘the leadlng temperance
men in the county, is also of opinion that
the act is a failure. He said the temper-
ance a¢vocates talk about things of which
they know nothing as they have few op-
portunities of finding out whether the
town is temperate or not.
