THE TORONTO WORLD:

A STRANGE S8AD STORY.

How a Banker’s Infatuation Xed to Pov-
erty and Destitution.

Curcaco, Ill., March 5,—The divorce
court furnishes the finale in one of the most
romantic stories known in this city. In
1878 Douglas R, Hale was the manager of
the Chioago clearing house, and was well
and favorably known in financial circles,
He was married, had two childfen, and
moved in good society. One night his
house was entered and much jewelry stolen.
Mike Weaver, a notorious burglar, wag
convicted, and is now in the penitentiary.
Hale soon afterward recovered his jewelry,
through the efforts of Mrs. Weaver, who
proved to be a cultivated and pretty
woman, who declared that she had been
imposed upon, and hadn’t the slightest idea
her husband was s noted criminal, The
Hales believed her, and the burglar’s
ife became the ~devoted com-

jon of the banker’s better half.
This intimacy went to such an
extent that when Mrs. Hale’s health
failed, and she saw her end approaching,
she made Mrs, Weaver promise to exercise
a mother’s care over the two young cbild-
dren, This promige was given, and Mrs,
Weaver was installdd in the Hale mansion
as the second mother to the bereaved
children, She made a decided impression
on the banker, tor she possessed a good
face and charming manners, and, as the

children loved her, he offered marriage,
which was to take place as soon as her
divorce from Weaver was secured. A week
before the wedding the love dream was
broken up by the arrival of the detectives
at the house, who accused Mrs, Weaver of
purloining a valuable diamond from a
jewelry store, whither she had gone to
purchase’ a birthday present for her bro-
ther, This arrest brought out the
fact that her sister, her husband and
her brother-in-law were at that time

the pennitentiary. In spite of this,
e talked so pluul{bly that Hale believed
her the victim of circumstances, settled
with the jeweler to avoid trouble, and
married the woman, Then disaster came,
The bankers were not so easily im
upon, and refused to trust their funds with
s man so nearly connected with a whole
family of penitentiary boarders. Halelost
the management of the clearing house, and
things went from bad to worse, Still he
wae devoted to his wife, and would allow
no one to speak ill of her. Dire poverty
came, but still he remained bound by his
strange infatuation. The couple drifted to
Milwaukee. One day Mrs. Hale was
arrested for larceny from a number of
stores. Hale was likewise arrested and
lodged in jail.~ She confessed. . He easily
proved his innocence. She told a pitiful
tale of suffering, and said she had stolen to
keep the ex-banker’s childrenvfrom starv-
ing. This did not prevent her from being
gsentenced to the Milwaukee house of cor-
rection. Still Hale refused to give her up,
She had stolen for his sake, and he would
stand by her, After she served her time
the pair came to Chicago, Hale secured
employment and supported the family,
though, of course, not in the way he had
been accustomed to do. Last January
Mrs, Hale was ngain arrested in this city
and convicted, and sent to the house of
correction for a year, This was the last
straw, and the infatuation was dissipated,
To-day Mr, Hale filed his bill for divorce
on the ground that his wife had been tried
and convicted of a crime,

A SOMNAMBULIST ABROAD,

In a State of Nudity a Man Creates a Sen-
sation at Chicago.

Cuicaco, Mareh 5,— An officer made a
queer capture at the corner of Madison
street and Fifth avenue this morning. He
was attracted by the sounds of shrieks and
_the sight of women running away from
some object which appeared to . frighten
them. A little farther along he saw about
500 persons following in the wake of a
man attired in the mqgt striking, if not
the most extensive, costume ever seen in
Chicago. It consisted of a thin cotton
undershirt of abbreviated length, and
a black slouch  hat, A pair of long,
lank, spindle legs carried him rap-
idly along the street before the shout-
ing. hooting, laughing ¢rowd behind. At
times he would break into a run, when the
yvells wonld increase and the crowd .would
follow in a dog trot.

soundings, He said he was a somnambulist
but had never taken such a long trip be-
fore, having walked nearly six blocks
from his room, from which he escaped
unseen,

GUITEAU’S OURSES.

Superstitious People Talking of the Mis-
fortunes that Fellowed Them.
From the New York Sune
Charles M. Reed, who assisted Mr, Scho-
field in the defence of Guiteau, has for
tne third time asked congress for an ap.
propriation of $3000 in. payment for such
offices without succcss, If he should ever
succeed in getting any payment he will
probably be as much surprised as any one,
Almost everybody who had anything to do
with thas trial, on either side, has seen
more ill fortune since. Some of the

fatalties and distresses that  have
visited maby of those who were con-
nected with the trial or brought in
contact in any way with the assassin pre-
sent remarkable coincidences,when his pre-
dictions, spiteful and maniac-like ejacula-
tions and curses are called to mind. It is
not the least striking of these coincidences
that the republican party was defeated last
fall, In‘one of Giuitean’s moments of real
or assumed passion, not long before his
execution, he held hisbible highin the air,
and, with his eyes rolling and teeth h-
ing, said that tha party was doomed, and
that the last republican president was
serving, * At the same time he pronounced
some ramblng maledictions against Presi-
dent Arthur, in which he asserted that his
party would repudiate him and nominate
Blaine, and then be swept out of existence,
The list of fatalities to those who were
associated with the prosecution or defence
of him is strikingly large. The district
attorney, whom Guiteau’s vocabulary was
exhausted to curse, has been grievously
afflicted,  The sudden death of his wife,
his practical suspension during the Star-
route trials, and the loss of the office are
the chiet misfortunes, though by no means
the Zonly omes that have befallen Thim
since the trial, Two of the officers who
had Guiteau in charge have died, one
-having been murdered. Of the jury that
convicted him one has died, one has been
in an insane asylum, two have failed
in business and some of the rest
have seen mnothing but trouble since
the verdict was rendered, The judge who
sentenced Guitean was the owner of a hotel
building that  without warning collapsed
one night last summer, killing several peo-
ple and causing heavy pecuniary loss. One
of the physicians who testified that Guiteau
was sane was afterwards murderously at-
tacked by an insane patient; another had
serious legal trouble, while the noted
alienist who insisted that the assazsin was
not responsible for his act died lnddn?
in the prime of life and with an enviable
and increasing reputation as a specialist.
The domestic trouble of Mr, Scho-
field, the brotherin-law who : de-
fended Guiteau, developed at last
into a public scandal, followed by
a divorce. ' Dr. Woodward’s death was
hastened, it is believed, by the nervous
strain caused by his attendance on the
dying president, while Dr. Bliss suffered
very greatly in health by reason of his
sleepless care of Garfield, found after the
president’s death that his practice was
scattered,and had to meet other embarrass-
ments. Marshal Henry, who had Guiteau
in gharge, was removed from office not long
after in some disgrace, while Garfield’s
steward, Crump, laid the foundation for
organic disease by his faithful nursing of
the president, and other misfortunes were
entailed, so that he had at last to eke out
a living by keeping a cheap restaurant in a
basement.

In view of such a list as this the supersti-
tious find & good deal of food for comment.
