A desperate attempt to escape was made 
at the Mercer Reformatory on Monday 
morning last It is feared that the unfortun­
ate girl who endeavored to gain her liberty 
will die as a result of the miscarriage of her 
plans.
fully guarded from the public, no notification 
having been sent the authorities. Mean­
while the unfortunate victim of her own 
folly is lying in the hospital of the institution 
hovering between life and death, with the 
chances inclining to the latter probability.

Sarah Little on April 15 was brought up 
from Belleville to serve a term of one year 
for receiving chickens knowing them to have 
been stolen. At the Mercer she gave her 
place of birth as Toronto, but could not give 
any address where friends might be found.
On admission she was detailed to work in the 
laundry, and her dormitory was located in 
the fourth storv of the western wing of 
the building. ’To all appearance the 
girl was tractable and worked hard.
She had very little to say to anyone ana 
quickly gave the impression to those in 
charge that she was only too willing to ac­
cept the rules of the reformatory and be 
guided by them.

About 4.80 o’clock on Monday morning the 
night guard, who makes the round of the 
dormitories every two hours, was startled by 
hearing pieycmg screams coming frotn the 
dormitory in the third story. Hurrying 
there she found that the women had been 
alarmed at seeing a dark body slide quickly 
down from above, immediately in front of 
one of the windows. Whatever it was looked 
in for a moment and disappeared 
shriek. They persisted in their story, and it 
gained confirmation when the guard, on 
going to the window, saw a rope swaying in 
the wind, proving conclusively that the 
prisoners nad some ground for alarm. .

While this was going on inside, an outside 
watchman was attracted by cries for help 
which came from the sidewalk fronting th#r 
west wing. Hurrying to the spot he found a 
woman lying on the brick pathway uttering 
ejaculations of pain and feebly calling for 
assistance. The alarm once given the woman 
was speedily carried into the building and 
medical assistance summoned. It was dis­
covered that the unfortunate was 17-year-old 
Sarah Little. Her spine was found to be 
broken,her right knee fractured and an ankle 
sprained. She was conveyed to the hospital, 
ward, where she now lies between life andf 
death.

Her story as told Miss O’Reilly, the super­
intendent of the Mercer, is as follows:' On 
Sunday night after retiring to her bed, 
which is separated from the others by a 
wooden partition,she took the rung of a chair 
and pried apart two of the bars, making an 
opening sufficiently large through which she 
could squeeze through to the outside. This 
accomplished she took her blanket and cut-ft 
into strips. This she tied together and 
twisted it into a rope of sufficient strength to 
bear her weight. This was fastened to one of 
the bars, and getting outside on the window 
ledge she began to let herself down to the 
ground below. Everything went all right 
until she got opposite a window in the third 
story. There she was noticed by some of the 
women, who began to scream. This 
frightened her as badly as Ijer appearance 
did them, and she let go her hold in her 
terror and feU to the earth. Had it not been —•—l 
for the other women she wquid have 
doubtedly succeeded in getting clear afcay.
As it is it is probable sbe will nevth*\tfe able 
to work again, even if it is poesible for her 
to recover.
r Miss O’Reilly, tie superintendent, im 
giving the history or the unfortunate girl’s 
escapade to The World,said it was probable 
that she had heard conpanions boast how 
easy it would be to esoaptfrom the building, 
and barah bad concluded o try for herself.
Several women had made *ood their escape 
from the fourth-story in the aanner attempt­
ed by the Little girl, but wit the dpiuei^w* 
that they had held on until'hp^ reached 
the ground.

Cornwall, May 20.—John James Craig, 

one of the supposed snatchers of Contractor 
Purcell’s remains, is still at large, though the 
officers pretend to know of his whereabouts. 
It is generally supposed that he is hiding in 
some friend’s house, and as he is known to be 
well armed a peaceable surrender is oat of 
the question. An attempt is being made 
to-night to capture him.

The evidence against the men is purely 
circumstantial. A farmer named Murchison 
is prepared to swear that Craig drove down 
with him from Cornwall on Thursday even­
ing, Md when reaching a clump of trees not 
far ttom the graveyard got off the wagon on 
the pretence of going to visit his cousin, 
he one whose horse he shot about a year 

ago. He did not show up at the latter’s 
house, however, that evening, and early the 
next morning was seen by several people 
running away from the direction of the 
cemetery through the fields behind the farm, 
as if he did not want to be seen. Both meu 
were seen
several times previous to the night on 
which the robbery took place, and Derouchie 
was out ull the night in question. 
A young farmer named Tighe states that 
he did not go to his work till about 8 o’clock 
that morning, which for him was very late. 
As to the third man who was under suspicion 
a thorough investigation into the evidence, 
which certain people claimed was conclusive 
of his guilt, convinced tne detectives he had 
nothing to do whatever with the work. It 
is understood, however, that Craig and 
Derouchie are not the only ones implicated 
in the affair, and new developments may be 
expected, several people being under survei­
lles. In the meantime the search for this 
body has not by any means been abandoned 
and last night men explored ail the shoal 
waters near Stanley.

The search among the islands for the body 
last night was an event of unusual interest 
Boats were provided with naming pine 
torcuee. One boat was in charge of Barnard, 
the Indian pilot, who stood, spear in band, 
watching in the bow for anything dead or 
alive that might til worth picking up, an­
other man in the rear doiugfthe paddling and 
steering. It was a pretty sight, the lignt of 
the pine torches composed of a kind of small 
wire basket, in whicu the pieces of pine are 
lit, shining far over the water. Thougn the 
storm htffi made the river very muddy, they 
were able to look down a distance of at least 
10 feet into the water. The tour made was 
a length j. one. but nothing to denote the 
missing corpse or the place where it might 
be concealed was found, and the only things 
brought back were a couple of big lisa.

Persons who came from Glengarry county 
this morning say tbat tne theft of the body 
is but a climax in a series of ruffianly acts 
that make the river front road between 
Cornwall and Summers town a terror to 
timid people and a danger even to strong 
men wno drive that way after dark. Tnere 
is said to be a gang of ruffians there who* 
stop teams and present pistols at the heads of 
drivers in the effort to extort money.

Craig is closely connected witb many very 
exce.lent families in' the county, whom he 
has disgraced by being sent to the peniten­
tiary.

Craig (Âme to the “Branch” on Sunday 
last and is armed witn a rifle and two re­
volvers. He is a daring and nervy fellow 
and will in all probability make jt desperate 
fight before he is token. The place wuere he 
is known to be is a tttiek swamp, and on ac­
count of tne largo amount of uuderbrusu ne 
oouid keep in hiding until the frost drove 
him out, ^ he coula easily enter tne cellars 
at night and secure rations enouga to keep 
him for some time.
