A douche of exceedingly cold water struck
the House about 4 o'clock this .afternoon
and the downpour of temperance oratory con-
tinued until recess. The debate was on Mr
Jamieson’s resolution: “That in the opinion of
this House the time has arrived when it is ex-
pedient to prohibit the manufacture, the impor-
tation and sale of intoxicating liguors for bever-
age purposes.” It was not expected that this re-
solution would be proceeded with to-day, but
when it was reached the House insisted on its
being gone on with.

Mr. Jamieson presented his case temperately.
He spoke for about three-quarters of an hour,
reviewing the past action of theHouse on the ques-
tion and especially the resolution adopted in188/ by
which the House committed itself to the principle
of -protectios when the country was ready for it.
He argued that the large namber of petitions re-
ceivea this session, not only from individualS but
from ecclesiastical bodies, showed that popular
feeling was in favor of prohibition. He beld that
the question was not a party one, as neither
party had adopted it. Hewontended that the re-
peal of the Canada Temperance Act in nearly all
the counties in which it had been passed was not
an indication that the people were not in favor
of prohibition, bug rather that they were dis-
satisfied with the operation of the act and would
rather have had absolute prohibition.

Col. O'Brien opposed prohibition generdily on
the grounds that it was unseriptural, that it did
not cause the increase of crime as was claimed;
that a prohibitory law could not be entorced be-
cause public opinion was not in favor of it. He
referred to the good which had resulted from the
operations of temperance societies, ‘and thoughi
they could do more good by continuing those
exertions instead of endeavoring to enforce pro-
hibition.

Col. Amyot objected to prohibition on the
ground that it would interfere with the secured
rights of the Catholic Church, which required the
use of wine for sacramental purposes.

Emerson Coatsworth, East Toronto's young
man, followed in a neat little speech of avout
three-quarters of an hour, which he delivered
clearly and well, albeit with a trifle of nervous-
ness and a slight hoarseness, which grew o him
towards the «close of his speech and
somewhat marred its effect. He was well re-
ceived by the House, attentiveiy listened to and
created a favorable impression. As the Speaker
left the chair Sir John walked back to where he
was sitting and warmly congratulated him. His
spe ch contained nothing absolutely new, but he
presented the old arguments in favor of prohibi-
‘tion temperately, and fairly met som= of the ar-
guwents of the member for Muskoka (Col.

One boat was in charge of Barnard,
the Indian pilot, who stoed, spear in band,
watching in the bo!‘ for anything dead or
alive that might worth pickiug up, an-
other man in the rear doingjthe paadling and
steering. It was a pretty sight, the lignt of
the pine torches composed of a kind of small
wire basket, in whicn the pieces of pine are
lit, shining far over the water. ‘Ihougn the
storm hatl made the river very muddy, they
were able to look down a distance of at least
10 feet into the water. The tour made was
& lengthy one, but nothing to denote the
missing corpse or the place where it might
be concealed was found, and the only things
brought back were a couple of big fisa.

TERMS OF THE COMPROMISE.

What the Contesting Parties Agreed to in
Street Railway Case,

Notwitl di the t that the
street railway case had been settled, the Chan
cery Court room at Osgoode Hall was crowded
long before 11 o’'clock, the hour at which the
court sits. It was 12 o'clogk befora Mc. 8. H
Blake, Q.C., on behalf of the city, and Mr. Shep-
lefy. Q.C.,and Mr. Charles Moss, Q.C., on behalf
of the railway company, appeared in court and
asked for judgment in terms of consent minutes.;
Judgment was granted as asked.

The following is the judgment in effect:

1. The ag eewent is on the basis of the value
of the property as fixed by the award, subject to
the provisions of paragraph 2. :

2. The settlement to be without prejudice to
the rights, if any, of the company to move to set
aside the award, to have it referred back to the
arbitrators or to :[ppeal therefrom with regard
to the remedies, if any, of the company’s claim
to propert({ in the alleged franchise or fran-
chises and permanent pavements constructed
under the agreement of Jan. 19, 1889, and which
were not allowed by the award, and similarly
without prejudice of the city to enforce its rights
and remedies in respect of claims to be paid by
the company the cost of permanent paveme
before Jan, 1; 1889,

3. The city and the company are to be liable
for and pay each to the other such sum or sums
as may be fouud due in respect of the matters re-
ferred to in paragiaph 2.

4. The money paid into court by the city is to be
transferred to the credit of the action of the city
against the Street Rallway Company, the city
undeﬂaking to assume the amount of the deben-
ture debt of the company viz. $600,000 and to in-
demnify the comp“&o“&%m“ same and interest
thereon. The said $600,000 is to be paid out of
court to the city forthwith; $146,000, is tp be re-
tained in court to abide the result of any pro-
ceedings to be taken, or to be invested as agreed
by the parties, such proceedings to be com-
menced within four months from this date; the
balance of the money in court $707,788 and ac-
crued interest is to be paid out to the company
forthwith. y

5. The company is to forthwith assign and con-
vey its road, protperl.y and effects, as per award,
to the city free from encumbrances except the
said $600,000 debentures, if any dispute arises as
to the conveyances they are to be settled by the
Registrar of the Queen’s Bench Division,

6. Possession is to be dellvereday the company
to the city forthwith.

7. In case the company do not deliver all pro-
perty as per award, compensation, to be settled
by the same Registrar, is to be allowed to the
& :

1ty.

8. The company is to pay the city intarest on
the debenture debt from 1st Jan., 1#89, to May 16
last, the city undertaking to pay ioterest there-
on from said May 16; the compauy is t0 pay the
city such sum as may be found due
in respect of $0600. per mile as uader
the agresment of Jan. 19, 1889, to May 16, 1801,
and also the earnings of the company from said
May 16 till possession is delivered to city, the
city underwfing to pay and discharge all
liabilivies ¢f the company in respect of wages
since that date, and of horse feea consumed or
purchased and to arrive in stock, the Registrar of
Q.B.D. to settle the amountif the parties can-
not agree.

9. The judgment and the agreement embodied
therein is not to be construed as an admission by
either party of any liabtlity in respect to matters
in paragraph 2 set out.

10. Aﬁ tickets issued by the company and out-
standing are to be accepted by the city when
presented as fares and to be redeemed from the
city by the company at the prices at which they
were issued.

11. No costs to either party.

RECLAMATION IS THE CRY

CAPT BEAVIS SAYS HE HAS ITWO
‘MILLION DOLLARS BEHIND HIM.

Give His Hyndjc.to the Work and in Two
Years the Taxatiou on the Property
Will be $25,000—The - East End Pro
perty-Owners are Sanguine in Regard
to the Future of Ashbridge’s Bay.

The reclamation of Ashbridge’s Bay by the
Beavis-Redway syndicate received the unani-
mous endorsation of the East End Property-
Owners’ Association at the regular meeting
beld last night. President A. M, Dingman
occupied the chair and there was a large at-
tendance. Among those present were Ald.
Stewart, Hewitt, Pope; ex-Ald. G. 8. Mac-
donald, James Mitchell and Elliott; Messrs.
J. Grier, C. J. Smith, J. V. Ashdown, F. R
Powell, J. Purvis, Ed Blong, R.E. Kings-
ford, W. Henry, A. M. Black, Henry Wood-
row, A. McDonald, W. D. Mills, T. Farr,
Capt. Beavis, Secretary W. D. Mills,

Mr. Mitchell held that the syndicate would
be strengthening itself in the eyes of the pub-
lic if it would put.up $100,000. 1f it did that
it would be sure to get the contract.

Capt. Beavis: ‘I know this matter of the
soundness of the syndicate has been talked
about for some two years. I think the ques-
tion was brought up in this association, and
in order to allay fears some of your members
conferred with us. What they saw convinced
them of our soundness. We are prepared to
go ou with the scheme &s soon as we are
given a chance.”

Mr. Powell: “I hold that the proper time
for the Beavis-Redway syndicate to plank
down their deposit is aiter the council has
decided that the reclamation shall be doue
by it and before the Government has been
approached in the matter.”, [Hear, hear.]

e said he would like to know the differerice
in the views of the special committee and
those of the City Engineer.

Ald. Hewitt, chairman of the special com-
mittee on the reclamstion of Ashbridge’s
Bay, said the differences were merely as to
policy. “I am,” he vigorously remarked,
**just'as good a judge of whatis poiicy as the
engineer. He is no more able to judgeabout
the matter of deposit than Iam. I vold him
the other day that the committee will dispute
all along the line his right to dictate to us on
this point, If 1t was a mat pertaining ‘to
engineering it would be différent.

Capt. Beavis: “It is amusing to see people
stand up and say ‘Pat up your deposit.” We
have got the money,” headded as he brought
his hands vigorously together, - *‘and as soon
as that agreement is ready tosign we will
put up the $100,000. Not ouly that,
but we will put down a plant
valued at $150,000, and we have a capital
of $2,000,000 to back us.’ We'll satisty the
council before next Tuesday that what I say
is correct.
