Orrawa, Feb. 2,—The first Conservative
eaucus of the session' was held in room 16
this morning, with Col. Tisdale presiding.
There was ~ 4y large attendance of Sena-
tors-and M mbers of the House. of Com-
mons, and the discussion lasted two hours
and a half. No exact statement of what
was done can be had, although from what
The World could pick up from different
gentlemen who claimed to know it is evi-
dent that the disﬁ?ssion was a very interest-
ing one. e ;

A Waiting Poliey.

With regard to the tariff; it is believed
that he said that the present was not the
time to make any sweeping ‘€hanges. Can-
ada’s'tariff policy must of necessity be con-
ditioned by the tariff policy of the United
States, and it would. be wise for Canada
not to do anything in the way of chahige
until the Cleveland administration had an
opportunity of showing their intentions
towards the revision of the Americau tariff.

Amonmgst the questions
answered was one of Mr. Fairhairn, who
wanted to know whether the Government
has reason to believe that the order of the
British Board of Agriculture requiring the
slaughtering of cattle at the pors of debark-
ation in the Uhited Kingdom will bu
shortly rescinded. i

Sir John Thompson said that the matter
has been the subject of strong correspond-
ence between the Dominion Government
and the Government of Great Britain,
which conld be brought down 1f it was de-
sired, but he wag notabletogive any answer
to the question until further communication
had been received from the Imperial Gov-
ernment,

Cheap Ammunition,

Major “‘Sam” Hughes never loses an op-
portunity of saying a good word for the
militia force or of trving to farther its in-
terests. To-day he asked whether, in order
to promote rifle shooting, the Government
intended to grant volunteers and rifle asso-
ciations Snider ammunition at-5 cents or
less per package and Martini at 10 c2nts or
less per package.

Hon. Mr, Patterson, in replying, said
that the Government was anxious to pro-
mote rifle shooting, and that the question
of a reduction of the price of ammunition
was now under consideration.

Mr. Foster followed him and
held that tariff  reivsion  could
only be along a line of most careful
enquiries into all the ramifications of the
duties, and this certainly could not be done
this sessiont Taking all things into con-
sideration, the tariff had been a great suc-
cess, and he was glad to see that they were
stronger to-day than ever before by reason
of maintaining it. &

A long discussion foliowed, several m¢m-
bers taking the ground that it would be
advisable for the Government to modify in
some degree the present duty on binder
twine and coal oil. These two subjects
were very fully threshed out and the meet-
ing wound up in the usual way wivhout any
formal decision, :

The meeting was ‘most -thoroughly har-
monious throughout, althongh s=veral mem-
bers spoke their minds freely, as they should
do in caucus, and there were of necessity
some differences of opinion. Still the
whole tone of the meeting shows that the
Conservative party stands as strong, as firm
and as united to-day as it ever was, and
that it heartily and unitedly endorses the
Government of Sir John Thompson and will
loyally uphold it.

Imperial Trade,

It is understood that at to-day’s caucus
Sir John Thompson stated that the Ottawa
Government has already taken steps to se-
cure the co-operation of other British
colonies in advocating enlarged trade rela-
tions between the Mother Country and her
colonies. _

It is exceedingly likely, so it is stated in
Ovtawa to-night, that the North German
Lloyds will run a fast weekly steamer to
Quebec during the coming summer for the
convenience of people who would come that
way and return via New York, doing the
Chicago Exposition and the west in the in-
terval and on.a return ticket, which no
other arrangement would be able to secure,
This will afford evideiice of the safety or
exceptional danger of fast river service, and
might of course grow into a permanent
arrangemens.

The Binder Twine Question,

Mr. William Mulock’s motion to put
binder twine on the /free list has
been hung up for the present by the adop-
tion of Mr. O’Brien’s ameéndment that the
debate be adjourned.

When the motion was reached in its
order Fraser, Mulock, Edgar, Campbell
(Kent) and Bain (Wentworth) made short
speeches opposing the adjournment of the
debate.

Mr. Stairs of Halifax,, who has been
pretty freely attacked by-the Opposition as
the head of the binder twine combine,
closed the debate with a short speech, in
which he said that when the binder twine
industry. was started in Canada about
10 or 12 years ago it was class-
ed under unenumerated articles at
20 per cent., and the duty had since been
fixed at 25 per cent. without the increase
beingasked for by the Dominion Cordage Co.
He denied that there was . a monopoly, as
there were two cordage companies in Can-
ada, and the Ontario Government was also
going into the manufacture of binder twine
and would no doub$ prove a serious com-
petitor.

He complained that the Opposition did
not treat the question of the price of
binder twine fairly, as they compared the
wholesale price in the United States with
the retail price in Canada. He denied that
the Canadian tarmer paid any more for his
binder twine than the farmer in the United
States did. As to English binder twine, hs
did not think it could be sold here at as
low a price as the . Canadian article even if
there was no duty.

If binder-twine was to be treated as a
part of the National Policy, he would have
to be satisfied with whatever action the
Government took. But he objected Lo
binder twine being picked out and held np
as an example of monopoly created by the
National Policy.

The House then divided on Mr. O’Brien’s
amendment, which was carried by a vote of
99 for to 58 against. The vote was a
straight one und there were no bolters on
either side.

BUMPTIONS BEN DIES HARD.

HE HITS AT TRE TRANSIT IN
BOND PRIVILEGES.

Sends a Message to Congress Stating that
Treaty Obligations Will Permit a
Whack at the Canadian Paciflc Rail-
way Company—He Advises Revision of
the Treaty Laws,

W ASHINGTON, Feb, 2.—The President to-
day sent jn his message to Congress on the
Canadian bond transi$ question. It com-
menced as follows :

To the Senate and House of Representa-

tives

On the 23rd of July last the following
resolution of the House of Representatives
was communicated to me: :

Resolved that the President be requesped
to inform the House, if not incompatible
with the public interests, ‘'what regulations
are mow in force concerning the
transportation” of imported ~merchandise
in bond or duty paid and products or
manufactures of the United States from
one port in the United States over Cana-
dian territory to another port therein, un-
der the provisions of section 3006 of the
Revised Statutes, whether further legisla-
tion thereon is necessary or advisable, and
especially whether a careful inspection of
such merchandise should not be had at the
frontiers of the United States upon the
departure and arrival of such merchandise,
and whether the interests of the United
States do not require that each car eontain-
ing such merchandise while in Cana-
dian  territory be in the custody
and under the surveillance of
inspector ot the Customs Department, the
cost of euch surveillance to be paid by the
fioreign carrier transporting such merchan-

ise.

Limited in Scope.

The resolution is limited in its scope to
the subject of the transit of merchandise
from one port in the United States through
Canadian territory to another port in the
United States, under the provision of sec-
tion 3006 of the revised statutes, but I have
concluded thata review of our treaty obli-
gations, if any, and of our legislation upon
the whole subject of the transit of goods
from, to or through Canada is desirable,
and therefore address this message to

ngress. .

It should be known before new legisla-
tion  is®proposed whether the United
States is umnder auny treaty  obligations
which afféct this subject, growing out of
the provisions of art. 29 of the Treaty of
Washington.

The President reviews at length the legis-
lation of Congress placing a construction
upon art. 29 of the treaty, and gquotes Mr.
Biyard as holding that art. 29 was unaffect-
ed by abrogation of the fisheries articles,
and was still in force. In August, 1888,
however, Mr. Cleveland, in a message to
Congress, expressed his opinion of the ques-
tion in the following language:

“In any event, and whether the law of
1873 construes the treaty or governs it,
sec. 29 of such treaty I haveno doubt
terminated with the proceedings taken by
our Government to terminate arts. 18 to 25
inclusive, and art. 30of the treaty. -

“If by any language used in the joint

““in the opinion of this House it is expedient
that 'ligkhﬁgi: ancted during the g:edaz:t
session of Parliament to prohibit the im-
portation into Canada or the manufacture
therein of lard adulterated with cotton seed
oil or other injurious ingredients,” which
was debated up to 6 o'clock, when the
House adjourned until to-morrow.

TO-DAY’S COLD SBNAP,

Wear Your Mitts, Furs and Capotes To-
Day If You Wouldn't Freeze.

The gentlemen at the Park, who keep
their eye on the winged winds all over the
globe,and pay special attention to Canadian
breezes, threaten us with colder weather
to-day.

Ever since Jan. 23 the thermometer has
ranged from 40 to 50 below zero in the
Northwest, and the dreaded cold snap is
now traveling rapidly toward Toronto.
Wednesday night people in Parry Sound
went about with blue noses and chattering
teeth, and to-day citizens of Toronto will
have due need of storm collars aund ear
nitts.- Last night’s blizzard was caused by
atmospherie depression in the Pacific States.
'The storm has traveled in 24 hours from
its starting place to Lake Michigan, and
has nentralized to some extent the expect-
ed cold snap from the Northwest. It is
traveling rapidly eastward, and to-day will
probably be very cold and clear.

Compnulsory Cannibalism,

HaMBURG, Feb. 2.—Three of the seamen
of the Norwegian ship Thekla from Phila-
delphia, who were rescned by the Danish
bark Herman atter enduring terrible sut-
fering on the foundering vessel, have been
arrested on a charge of murder, the charge
being based on their. own confession that
they killed and eat a sailor of the ship to
save themselves from death by starvation.

The sailor was a Dutchman and the
starving men drew lots as to which should
die, the lot falling on the victim twice in
succession. They fell on him and strangled
him and ate his tlesh.

Satisfles Landlords,

DusLiN, Feb.. 2.—8it Peter O’Brien,
Lord Chief Justice of the Queen’s Bench
Division ot the High Court of Justice in
Ireland, has decided that the Irish Govern-
ment acted illegally in refusing police pro-
tection to sheriffs and bailiffs engaged in
executing writs at night.

The Chief Justice says in his decision
that Chief Secretary Morley is liable to
prosecution for issuing the order withhold
ing police protection at the time stated.
This decision is hailed with great satisfac-
tion by Tory landlords and their agents.

20 is in force has  less practical
importance than has been supposed, for it
does not, if in force, place any restraints
upon the United States as to the method
of dealing with imported merchandise
destined for the United States, or of mer-
chandise pusin% through Canadian terri-
tory from one place in the United States to
another,

Ben’s Mean Deduction.

It wolld be no infraction either of the
letter or the spirit of the treaty if we
should stop, unload and carefully inspect
every vehicle arriving at our border with
such merchandise,

Nor, on the other hand, would Can-
ada violate her obligations under the
treaty by a like treatment of merchandise
imported through the port of New York
on its arrival in Canada.

He quotes and discusses at length the
sections of revised statutes bearing on this
subject and concludes as follows:

The following are the conclusions at
which I arrived:

1. That art. 29 of the Treaty of Washing-
ton has been abrogated.

2, That even if this articld’were in force
there is no law in force to execute it.

3. That when in force. the treaty
imposed ' no ' obligation upon the
United States to use the concessions
as to transit made by Canada and no
limitation upon the powers of the United
States in dealing with merchandise import-
ed for the use of our citizens through Cana-
dian ports or passing from one place in the
United States to another through Canada
upon the arrival of such merchandise at
our border.

4. That, therefore, treaty or no treaty,
the question of sealing cars containing such
merchandise, and the treatment of such
sealed cars when they cross our border is,
and always has been, one to be settled by
our laws, according to our convenience and
our interests as we may see them.

5. That the law authorizing the sealing of
cars in Canada containing foreign ‘merchan-
dise imported from a contiguous country
does not apply to merchandise imported by
our own people from countries not contigu-
ous and carried through Canada for delivery
to such owners.

6. That the law-did not contemplate the
passing of sealed cars to any place not
a “port” nor delivery of such cars to the
owner or consignee, to be opened by him
wivhout the supervision of a revenue officer.

7. That such a practice is inconsistent
with the safety of the revenue.

‘I he statutes relating to the transporta-
tion of merchandise between the United
States and the British possessions should be
the subject of revision. The Treasury re-
gulations have given to thess laws a con-
struction and a scope that I do not think
was contemplated by Congress. A policy
adapted to the new condivions growing in
part out of the construction of the Canadian
Pacific Railroad should be declared and the
business placed upon a basis more just to
our people and to our tramsportation com-
panies.

If we continue the policy of supervising
rates upon railroads in the United States
we cannot in fairness at the same time give
these unusual facilities for competition to
Canadian roads that are free to pursue the
practices as to cut rates and favored rates
that we condemn and punish if practised by
our own railroads.

T regret that circumstances prevented an
earlier examination by me of these ques-
tions, but submit now these views in the
hope that they may lead to a revision of the
law upon a safer aud juster basis.

If the letter 18 accepted the. commission-
ers will consider it a recognition on the
part of the United States of the provisional
Government, which will give them author-
ity to easily present their claims to the
recognition and the protection of the Gov-
ernment of this country. In ecase the
Secretary of State refuses to acknow-
ledge the credentials of the provisional
Government, the commissioners are unde-
cided as to what action they will take,
but they will not hesitate to use every
expedient to have their claims promptly
considered.

ENGLAND PASSIVE.

She Considers the Americans Will Protect
British Residents At Hawali,

Loxpoxn, Feb. 2.—In the House of Com-
mons this afternoon Eilis Ashmead-Bart-
lett (Conservative) questioned the Govern-
ment as to the advices they had received
from Hawaii, and further desired enlighten-
ment as to what the British Government
intended to do in the matter. {

Sir Edward Gray, Parliamentary Secre-
tary of the Foreign Office, replied that in-
formation received by the Government gen-
erally agreed with the cable news published
in the newspapers. He added that the
Government, as at present advised, did not
intend to send warships to Honolulu. The
Government considered that the lives and
property of the British subjects in Hawaii
were safe under American protection.
[Cries of *“Hear, hear.”]

Continuing, Sir Edward Gray said it was
possible that a British warship on the way
from Acapulco, Mexico, would touch at
Honolulu as she was going to Esquimalt.
In conclusion he said there was no founda-
tion whatever for the report that the British
Government had made a protest to the Gov-
ernment at Washington regarding the
Hawailan Islands.

Ulster Means Fighty

Lord Londonderry, Conservative, resum-
ed the debate on the addressjin the House
of Lords. He spoke of the last convention
of Ulster Unionists over which he presided,
and declared that :'the men of Ulster
were ready to fight to the last ditch
the proposed Dublin Parliament. They
woulx shed blood rither than allow the im-
pairment of the constitution to ‘which
Ulster owed its present prosperity, and he
could find only words of commendation for
their devotion to . the best interests of the
empire.

Lord Londonderry was followed by Lord
Salisbury, Lord Spencer, Lord Herschél
and Lord Ashborne. Most of the speeches
were commonplace, although the Cen-
servatives showed occasionally more
bitterness than has been noticeable in re-
cent years.

In a passing reference to the Home Raule
Bill Lord Herschel asked the House to
consider, irrespective of party, the danger
that would be incurred by neglect-
ing to satisfy the just aspirations
of the Irish people. Irishmen had carried
their hostility into the colonies of the em-
pire and were sowing the seeds of discon-
tent more energetically evet"iy day the re-
alization of their hopes was deferred.

¢ God forbid,” he added, “that
any difficulty shonld arise between
Great Britain and the great English-speak-
ing nation across the Atlantic, but should
such a difficulty arise we should find
that the hostility to England of Irishmen
in the United States would aggravate the
dispute immeasurably.”

After Lord Herschel’s speech the House
adjourned.
