Provinee Leaning Towards
Japan.

London, Sept. 4.—A despatch from
Shanghai to the Central News says num-
bers of Chipese rvecruits are arriving at
Tien-Tsin, where they are receiving their
arms and equipments. 'The province of
Shang-Tung is showing mueh discontent
and little or no sympathy with the war
against Japan, and is withholding the
men and supplies which have been de-
manded of that section of the country.

Two Japanese who
were arrested in the Shanghai settlement
as spies were surrendered yesterday to
the native officials by the American
Consul. The foreign population of Shang-
hai are very indignant at this action.
The Chinese authorities claim the right to
arrest Japanese within the linits of the
gettlement. The United States Govern-
ment has iustructed its consuls not to
interfere in any way in the difficulty
between China and Japan.
