Continue Inquiry Into Blaze At
§oda Water Works.

An investigation, which took up the
greater part of'the morning, was eon-
ducted to-day by D. H. Saville, deputy
fire marshal, of Ottawa, in the office
of Fire Chief Aitken into the origin
of the four fires which broke out at
various intervals in the plant of the
Dominion Soda Water Company, of
London, Limited, within the past two
years.

Meyers Gootson, chief shareholder in
the company, was questioned concern-
ing his association with the company
and other matters. Other shareholders
of the concern were also present, but
were not questioned. They were repre-
sented by Howard Cluff, counsel for
the company. The number of shares
held by Gootsen and other sharehold-
ers, and his status in the operation of
the firm, is understood to have been
the principal object of the quizzing.

Noel Pettet, manager of the Pettet
Pattern Works, whose establishment is
directly above that occupied by the
Dominion Soda Water Company at 665
Dundas street, was not present. It is
understood that the allegation said to
have been made by Mr. Pettet that the
fires were the work of an incendiary
who had designs on his establishment,
has been found by Mr. Pettet to be in-
correct.

Little information is allowed to leak
out concerning the investigation by
Deputy Fire Marshal Saville through
the shroud of secrecy which surrounds
it, but the greater part of the inquiry
is understood to be over, with only a
few remaining details to be cleared up.

So far the University of Mickigan's
experiments have only reached one of
the earlier phases of Dr. Waud’'s suc-
cessful research work.

But they have worked out another
point upon which the efficacy of Dr.
Waud’s diagnostic method depends, and
from now on it is a race against time
as to whether the great honor now
almost in Western's grasp will be re-
tained by it for Canada and Western
Ontario, or be lost to the American
Institution.

It is suggested that the board of gov-
ernors of the U. of W. O. shouid imme-
diately place a sum sufficient to cover
the cost of Canadian, American and
foreign patents at the disposal of Dr.
Waud and Dr. F. R. Miller, head of
the department of physiology, in which
Dr. Waud, has carried out his re-
searches, so that it may never be said
again, as of Dr. Banting, that London
and the university let a tremendous
opportunity slip through doubtful or
supine fingers.

FUNDS ARE NEEDED.

The university governors are being
approached to-day, and in view of the
university’s slender financial resources
at present an appeal may be made to
the City Council for a Special grant.
