Rev. Capt. Easton, Brantford, At

NOT FINANCIAL QUESTION

Characterizes War As Arch- 
Enemy of Christianity

INGERSOLL. Jail. 30.—Rev. Capt. G. 
S. Easton, of Brantford, addressed the 
local Kiwanis Club here to-day, stat­
ing that the real price of the last great 
war was to be found in the gray hair, 
the bowed form and the seared heart 
of the motherhood of the world. He 
said that one should not look to the 
cost of the war in a financial aspect, 
one should not try to get its true mean­
ing from the great losses, and one 
should not try to fathom its significance 
from the aftermath.

The great significance and the real j 
price was in the motherhood of the I 
country, which represented the highest I 
standard of the womanhood of the j 
times These mothers gave up their i 
sons for the last war in the feeling1 
that it was a war to end war. Yet, 
all the magazines and great papers to- ! 
day told of the arming work of the 
nations They were adding to their i 
armament with every known thing of I 
wa r.

In view of this, the speaker wondered i 
if the people of to-day were keeping 1 
faith with those mothers who gave 
sons, and those sons who gave lives ! 
that the last war might be the end of i 
war. He characterized war as the arch­
enemy of Christianity and the greatest 
sir, against humanity. People should 
turn faces of flint toward all thought 
and talk of war, if they were to keep 
faith with those furrowed brows of 
motherhood and those sons of whom 
Col. McRae spoke in his immortal poem.

County Council Takes No Action 
Upon Petition

GODERICH, Jan. 30.—After a some­
what quiet session the Huron County 
Council adjourned at noon to-day Until 
next June. No action was taken upon 
the petition of Mr. and Mrs. Joseph 
Griffin, who for 27 years and up to 
1924 were jailer and matron of the 
county jail. Mr. Griffin was retired, 
and Mrs. Griffin consequently had to 
give up her duties. Pension for the 
former and recognition of the latter’s 
enforced retirement was asked. After 
discussion the Council filed the peti­
tion. Any further action w-ill have to 
be taken by the Government, which 
had intimated that it was prepared to 
supplement any grant made by the 
county, but not to take initiative ac­
tion.

The usual grants to hospitals and 
schools of the county were made.

Some of the members of the Council, 
when the educational committee re­
ported. were in favor of having the 
County Council appoint rural repre­
sentatives upon the school boards. A 
vote was taken on a resolution favor­
ing such a move, but this was lost. 
MONEY QUALIFICATION

The Council also passed a motion to 
memorialize the Provincial Government 
to have the statutes revised so that a 
reeve or deputy reeve shall be worth 
$1.000 before he can qualify for office.

The Bayfield bridge was before the 
Council and the matter was left to the 
county engineer to prepare suitable 
plans for enlarging the bridge.

The Council inspected the new hos­
pital and Collegiate Institute and was 
greatly impressed with the improve­
ments in both cases.
COLLEGIATE REOPENED

The formal opening of Goderich Col­
legiate took place this afternoon and 
evening, when several hundred citizens 
availed themselves of the privilege of 
going through the remodeled school. 
Short programs were given in the 
assembly room, after which luncheon 
was served. J. L. Killoran acted as 
chairman. Short addresses were given 
by High School Inspector I. M. Levan, 
Dr. Gallow, Dr. Field and B. R. XVigle, 
M. L. A. Mrs. MacKay, Mrs. Saunders 
and Mr. Holmes also took part in the 
program, as did the school orchestra. 
The school is now- ranked among the 
finest collegiales in Ontario and will fill 
a much-felt want in the educational 
program of the county.

“EXPORT ” ARGUMENT 
FAILS AS DEFENSE

Judge Confirms Fine of $200 Imposed 
On Edward Giroux, of Sandwich

YINDSOR, Jan. 30.—County Judge 
J. J. Coughlin to-day dismissed the ap­
peal of Edward Giroux, of Sandwich, 
who was fined $200 and costs by Mag­
istrate Smith in Sandwich police court 
a month ago for keeping liquor for sale 
illegally.

Giroux based his appea, on a judg­
ment of Magistrate Gundy at Windsor 
who held that export papers were not 
essential in the case of a legitimate 
export transaction. Giroux held that 12 
quarts of liquor seized at his home b> 
the police were being kept there for a 
Detroit customer.

Provincial police, who raided his 
home, said, however, that a long line 
of motor cars was waiting outside the 
house. They suggested the liquor was 
kept by Giroux for sale to men wno 
visited his home.

Judge Coughlin^ ruled there was m 
evidence of a bona fide export trans­
action and ordered the appeal 
dismissed.

cumstances were necessarv and cir­
cumstances warranted the same.

CHATHAM, Jan. 30.—Reorganization 
of the Kent County police system will 
include the appointment of five deputy 
county constables to assist High Con­
stable G. Peters. They will be located 
at Chatham, Both well, Dresden, Blen­
heim and Wheatley. Police matters will 
be under the jurisdiction of a county 
police commission, the members of 
which are Judge W. Stanworth, County 
Crown Attorney H. D. Smith, K. C., 
Reeves Vance, Russell and Wilson. The 
recommendations were contained in a 
report of a special committee, which 
was adopted.

A lively topic of discussion in the 
Council chamber throughout the day 
was the financing of the Prairie Siding 
bridge project, which is estimated to 
cost; $125.000. There is still a balance 
o. some $60,000 to be paid on the work, 
which was commenced in 1923, con­
tinued last year, and which will be 
finished this year. Last year the 
County Council decided to raise the 
necessary amount by debentures. At 
this morning's session the resolution 
authorizing that procedure was re­
scinded, the Council deciding to raise 
this amount in the road rate this year. 
The advisability of this was challenged 
this afternoon when the Council settled 
down to deal with the road estimates 
for the year. A lively discussion result­
ed in the rescinding of the resolution 
passed this morning, leaving the Financ­
ing of the bridge open until after the 
road estimates had been revised. 
DEBENTURES NECESSARY.

As the Council passed on the differ­
ent estimates the suggested appropri­
ations were steadily increased until it 
is now apparent that funds will not 
permit of thei payment of the balance 
of the indebtedness on the bridge this 
year, and that a debenture issue will 
be necessary. With only half of the 
estimates dealt with, the total amount 
of the estimates has been increased by 
some $40.000. The Council has de­
cided to pave the balance of the 
Raleigh-Harwich town line from the 
end of the present pavement to Char­
ing Cross, the road committee recom­
mended resurfacing with gravel.

-\ proposal to establish a third school 
inspectorate in Kent was vetoed by the 
educational committee.
TRAIN HITS MOTOR CAR.

The icy paiement, on Raleigh street 
prevented a serious if not fatal accident 
ti.-day when a C. P. R. passenger train 
struck an automobile driven by George 
Stacey, of this city. Mr. Stacey, ac­
companied by William Edmundson, had 
driven up near the tracks and stopped 
to ascertain whether or not a train 
was approaching. Stacey looked to­
wards the east and Edmundson looked 
in the opposite direction. The former 
started his car when the latter said 
"go ahead," but Edmundson had failed 
to notice a train approaching from the 
west, due, he claims, to a box car 
standing on a siding. Just as the car 
reached the crossing the train rushed 
over it, the cylinder head on the loco­
motive striking the motor vehicle and 
whirling it completely around. The 
front of the motor car was badly 
damaged.
